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Costa Rica 
This tropical paradise can be 
enjoyed all year round. Land-
based wildlife such as monkeys 
and sloths are more prevalent 
during the dry season (December 
– April), whereas the green season 
(May – October) has fewer crowds 
and is the best time to spot turtles 
in Tortuguero.

1

Salar de Uyuni 
Between the months of May 
and November, the salt flats 
are a surreal white dry expanse. 
From January to April they can 
get covered in a thin sheet of 
rainwater, and turn into a giant 
mirror reflecting the blue sky and 
making the horizon disappear.

2

Machu Picchu
The Peruvian Andes get less 
rainfall between April and October, 
offering better photo opportunities 
of the iconic citadel, although 
the site is no less magnificent 
throughout the rest of the year. 
From June to September, days 
are driest and brighter – best for 
undertaking the Inca Trail.

4

Atacama Desert
Atacama’s year-round dry climate is 
largely invariable. Nights are cooler 
due to altitude, and clear skies 
lend themselves to spectacular 
sunsets across barren landscapes 
and mesmerising stargazing. There 
are fewer tourists in early autumn 
(September – October) and late 
summer (March – April).

5

Patagonia
Patagonian weather is most 
favourable from October to March 
with spring blooms, longer days, 
and greater chances of spotting 
wildlife. The auburn shades of 
autumn (mid-March – April) are 
utterly breathtaking, while the 
winter freeze intensifies the 
beauty of the landscape.

6

Buenos Aires
Argentina's elegant capital can be 
visited year-round, either in the 
peak summer heat (December – 
February) or in the winter chill. 
Spring (September – November) 
and autumn (March – May) offer 
pleasant daytime temperatures, 
fewer crowds and a display of 
colourful foliage along its  
grand avenues. 

Latin America’s weather and seasons can vary greatly given the sheer size and 
geographical diversity of the region. Many of the destinations can be visited  
year-round and travelling ‘out of season’ can benefit from fewer crowds, better 
chances of spotting rare wildlife or more colourful scenery. Below are the draws 
of some of the continent’s highlights during different times of the year.

Galapagos Islands 
Wildlife viewings are spectacular 
year-round, with sea mammals and 
land birds more active during the 
dry season (May – December) and 
greater numbers of land animals in 
the warmer rainy season (January 
– April). Visitor numbers at each 
site are strictly regulated and 
overcrowding is not an issue.

Rio de Janeiro
Rio has a year-round warm 

climate with less rainfall between 
June and September. The heat 
– and humidity – get turned up 

for the world-famous carnival 
celebrations in February or March. 

The incredible New Year’s Eve 
fireworks over Copacabana also 

draw large crowds.

Iguazú Falls
The Iguazú Falls are 
spectacular all year 

round. The waters reach 
their peak in the hot and 
rainier summer months 
(December – February) 

but hardly lose their 
splendour in the  

drier months.

The Amazon 
The Amazon is hot and humid 
throughout the year. The high 
water levels during the wetter 

months (December – May) allow 
better accessibility deeper into the 
rainforest. The ‘drier’ season (June 

– December) offers greater bird-
spotting opportunities and higher 

concentrations of wildlife.

11

Pantanal
Heavy rains between November  

and March form freshwater lagoons 
populated by jabiru storks, egrets and 

herons. From April onwards, the waters 
 start to recede and wildlife returns  

to the emerging plains. Between July  
and October, ponds dry out  

and birds don  
beautiful plumage  

and breed.

La Paz, Bolivia

Climate 
The dry season in Peru runs between April and October, when days are sunny and warm. Spring and autumn can be 
quite mixed, with plenty of sunny days but a chance of rain. The Bolivian dry season, which falls between May and 
November, is the best time to visit. For both countries, nights can be cold all year round due to the altitude.

Peru offers a compelling combination of stunning scenery and fascinating history. This is 
a country where the Inca culture is still very much present in the wonderfully preserved 
ancient sites, the Quechua language and the colourful weaving of the Andean people. 

In Bolivia, explore Unesco-listed colonial buildings, dramatic mountain cities, the world’s 
largest salt flats and venture into the Bolivian Amazon. What’s more, it’s easy to combine a 
trip to Peru and Bolivia with other countries for the ultimate South America adventure.

Paracas, in Peru’s southern coastal desert, can be reached in a couple 
of hours by road from Lima. There are some excellent hotels for 
relaxation in the sunny climate. It is also possible to explore the nearby 
desert nature reserve or take a boat trip to the Ballestas islands, home 
to large numbers of seabirds, including Peruvian boobies, cormorants 
and Humboldt penguins, as well as sea lions. 

Further south, discover the mysterious Nazca Lines, etched into the 
dry desert more than 1,500 years ago. There are many theories about 
the exact origin and purpose of these bizarre lines that form  
geometric shapes and the outlines of animals such as condors and 
monkeys. The sheer size of these ancient creations can be best 
appreciated on a scenic light aircraft overflight arranged from Pisco 
airport (see page 22).

Lima 
Colonial history • Excellent museums • Innovative 
gourmet cuisine 
Founded by the Spanish conquistadores on the Pacific coast, Lima was 
the wealthiest city in the Americas for more than 300 years. Today, this 
bustling modern city retains a large colonial heritage of fine churches, 
plazas and beautiful mansions. 

Sightseeing highlights include the San Francisco monastery, famous 
for its catacombs, and Casa Aliaga, a historic colonial house (see page 
22). Excellent museums, such as the Larco Museum and the Enrico 
Poli Private Collection, house the treasures of various pre-Hispanic 
cultures. Learn how to make ceviche, a delicious national dish of raw 
fish marinated in fresh lemon juice, or sample gourmet Peruvian 
cuisine in an increasing number of highly recognised restaurants in  
the residential area of San Isidro and the upmarket Miraflores.

Lying at the foot of the snow-capped El Misti volcano, Arequipa is 
perhaps the most strikingly beautiful city in Peru. It is often referred 
to as the White City, with leafy squares, fine colonial architecture and 
many old and interesting churches built of sillar, a pearly-white volcanic 
stone. Highlights include La Compañia church and the Santa Catalina 
convent, a walled city within the city itself with beautiful courtyards 
and colourful buildings. Wander through its narrow, twisting, cobbled 
streets and try snacks and pastries baked by the nuns. Arequipa also 
has a fascinating small museum displaying the bodies of Inca sacrifices 
found frozen on the summits of nearby mountains (see page 22).

Lake Titicaca 
Striking lake & altiplano scenery • Boat trips to floating 
islands • Local fishing & farming communities 

One of the world’s highest navigable lakes, the serene and vast Lake 
Titicaca straddles the border between Bolivia and Peru. Its dark-blue 
waters are home to traditional indigenous communities and islands 
such as the floating Uros, made entirely from totora reed. 

Visit the Sillustani stone burial towers or take a boat to Taquile island, 
where fishermen and weavers maintain their ancient trades. Close to 
Puno, modern hotels offer panoramic views, while further away are 
intimate lodges, including the idyllic Suasi Lodge and the luxurious 
Titilaka (see page 36). The Sun and Moon islands on the Bolivian side 
of the lake can also be visited as a day trip or as an overnight stay en 
route to La Paz.

Colca Canyon 
Dramatic scenery • Thermal springs • Andean Condor 
spotting

The Colca Canyon, one of the deepest in the world, makes for an ideal 
stop on the way between Arequipa and Lake Titicaca. It is an area of 
outstanding scenic beauty with huge patchworks of pre-Inca terracing 
set against the backdrop of distant snow-capped volcanoes. 

Unspoilt Andean villages lie on both sides of the canyon, inhabited by 
the Cabana and Collagua people. The valley has many thermal springs, 
with some hotels offering private facilities for guests – the perfect way 
to relax after a day of exploration. The Colca Canyon offers superb 
opportunities for spotting the Andean condor at very close range, with 
a number of scenic lookouts on the rim of the canyon.

Located between Cuzco and the Unesco-listed sanctuary of Machu 
Picchu, the Sacred Valley of the Incas is an area of outstanding natural 
beauty set against the backdrop of the Andes mountains. There are 
many sites of cultural and historical interest such as the circular 
terraces of Moray, the dazzling Maras saltpans and the Inca fortress  
of Ollantaytambo, where the Spanish conquistadors once lost a  
major battle. 

First-class hotels, many with excellent spas, make the region ideal 
for combining exploration and relaxation. The pleasant climate and 
beautiful scenery create the perfect setting for soft adventure activities 
such as hiking, horseback riding, mountain biking and lake kayaking.

Once a capital of the mighty Inca empire, Cuzco is a charming Andean 
city and the departure point for Machu Picchu and the Sacred Valley. 
Highlights include the main square, the cathedral with valuable 
masterpieces from the renowned Cuzco school of art, the artisan 
district of San Blas and the Temple of the Sun (Koricancha) with 
its original Inca walls. There are fascinating museums, such as the 
Pre-Columbian Art Museum, excellent Novoandina restaurants and 
opportunities to stay in converted colonial houses and monasteries. 

Overlooking the city are the impressive ruins of Sacsayhuaman, a former 
ceremonial centre with enormous stones carved and fitted to incredible 
precision. The annual Inti Raymi sun festival is held here on 24 June.

Day hikes around Machu Picchu
Visits to Machu Picchu can be combined with hikes on nearby trails  
for alternative views of the impressive site below. The Sun Gate  
(Inti Punku), positioned so that the sun passes through when rising 
over the citadel, is reached via a 60- to 90-minute trail climbing 
through agricultural terraces and along Inca stone paths. For those 
with a good level of fitness and a head for heights, a steep 1-hour 
hike up the iconic green mountain spike of Huayna Picchu provides 
spectacular views of the ruins and fantastic bird’s-eye vistas.  
Spaces are limited and advance booking is required. Meanwhile, at 
3,000 metres above sea level, the Machu Picchu Mountain offers 
splendid 360-degree panoramas, and can be reached by a  
challenging yet rewarding trail through the cloud forest, home to 
orchids and birds.

One of the new Seven Wonders of the World, this spectacular Inca 
citadel has remarkably well-preserved terraces, temples and dwellings. 
Situated on top of a mountain, high above the Urubamba river, Machu 
Picchu can only be reached by train and a bus up a serpentine road, or 
via a guided trek. The ruins’ natural setting was as important to the site 
as the ancient structures themselves, with the sun rising and setting 
behind soaring sacred peaks on important days of the Inca calendar. 

A guided tour provides a deeper insight into the history of the Lost City 
of the Incas. Stroll along stairways carved from solid rock and among 
more than 200 structures of perfectly chiselled unmortared stone. To 
preserve the ancient citadel, the flow of tourists is regulated and booking 
a second entry in advance is recommended for those wishing to revisit.

The newest service on the tracks to Machu 
Picchu features an interactive journey app and 
custom-designed wider and taller windows 
that stretch into the roof of the carriage and 
allow passengers to appreciate the full extent 
of the towering Andean mountains. Unlike 
most other trains on the route, the carriages 
interconnect so guests can easily access the 
central open-air observation wagon to take 
pictures or enjoy the fresh air. 

Sacred Valley train
The Sacred Valley train starts its journey in 
Urubamba and makes brief stops at the 
Belmond Hotel Rio Sagrado and the village 
of Ollantaytambo for guests to board and 
disembark. It features elegant interiors in its 
dining carriage and observatory bar car with 
comfortable armchairs and an outside balcony.

Peruvian snacks are served 
and add to the authentic Andean experience. 
On the return trip from Machu Picchu, staff 
provide unique entertainment by performing 
live traditional dance and fashion shows with 
fine alpaca garments.

Named after the American explorer who 
rediscovered the Inca ruins, the luxury Belmond 
Hiram Bingham reflects the sumptuous 
glamour of the 1920s Pullman era and 
features four elegantly decorated carriages 
with polished wood and brass, and large 
comfortable armchairs.

The train ticket also includes an exclusive bus 
to the citadel and a guided tour, as well as 
afternoon tea at the Belmond Sanctuary Lodge.

The north of Peru was home to numerous ancient civilisations, 
including the Moche and Chimu cultures, resulting in intriguing sites 
and impressive ruins. The city of Trujillo has a wealth of colonial 
history including old churches and graceful pastel-coloured mansions 
with magnificent balconies and strikingly adorned, iron bar windows. 
Close by, discover Chan Chan, the largest adobe city in the Americas; 
the splendid Sun and Moon pyramids; and the colourful murals of the 
El Brujo complex. Near Chiclayo are the pyramids of Túcume and the 
Museum of the Royal Tombs of Sipán with one of the finest exhibits of 
pre-Columbian gold and silver objects.  

The desert coast around Máncora offers some of the best beaches and 
Pacific retreats, and is frequented by migrating whales between August 
and October.

Chachapoyas
Ancient pre-Inca sites • Off the beaten track

Inland in the Andes, the cloud forest of Chachapoyas hides the 
remains of a culture that fiercely rivalled the Incas and built the 
spectacular walled city of Kuelap (see page 23). Seldom explored yet 
fascinating are the red ochre cliff tombs of Revash and the ancient, 
intricately carved, 3-metre-high Karajia sarcophagi. The small town 
of Leymebamba is home to an interesting museum with a renowned 
collection of more than 200 mummies. 

Little-known Gocta Falls has been declared one of the highest in the 
world. Stunning views can be enjoyed from a distance or along a 
5-kilometre-long trail that takes you closer to the base of the roaring 
cataract. The surrounding cloud forest is inhabited by colourful 
orchids, toucans, monkeys and the eye-catching cock-of-the-rock.

Christ the Redeemer, Rio de Janeiro, BrazilLake Titicaca, Bolivia Cartagena, Colombia
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Family adventures in the Amazon
Refugio Amazonas lodge lies in a private reserve, 4 hours from Puerto 
Maldonado. Built from local materials, its rustic rooms feature an open 
side to allow close contact with the rainforest. Dedicated trails for 
children and mountain biking make the lodge ideal for families. Paddle 
around lakes, visit clay licks, spot wildlife from the canopy tower, or 
help researchers collect insects and data from camera traps. 

Nazca Lines scenic overflight
The sprawling geometric figures of Nazca were carved into the coastal 
desert by an unknown pre-Inca civilization. Hundreds of metres 
long, they are hard to identify from the ground, but from above their 
true splendour is revealed. Board a light aircraft at Pisco airport, 
near Paracas, for a 90-minute overflight and observe a giant spider, 
monkey, astronaut or bird from the air, while pondering the mystery.

Condor spotting, Colca Canyon
Spot majestic Andean condors at a very close range at Colca. 
Recommended is an early morning excursion to Condor Cross, a 
scenic viewpoint overlooking one of the deepest parts of this dramatic 
canyon. These sacred creatures, with an enormous 3-metre wingspan, 
can be seen gliding effortlessly on thermal currents, circling far below 
in the depths of the canyon and soaring above visitors’ heads.

Inca ice maidens, Arequipa
The small museum of Andean Sanctuaries is a must on a visit to 
Arequipa. A display of clothes, jewellery and weaving together with the 
up-close view of frozen bodies from 500 years ago provide an incredible 
glimpse into Inca culture and sacrifices. Different mummies are displayed 
in turn, but the most famous is Juanita, a 12-year old Ice Maiden and the 
best-preserved of all Inca ‘mummies’ found in the Andes.

Peruvian culinary experience, Lima
Peru is known for its incredible flavours and is fast becoming a 
foodie destination. Spend time with a talented chef and visit a local 
market to discover the incredible variety of produce from the coast, 
the highlands and the jungle. Learn how to prepare several typical 
dishes, sample ceviche and tapas, then enjoy the fruits of your labour 
accompanied by a pisco sour, Peru’s potent national drink.

Casa Aliaga visit, Lima
This superbly preserved colonial mansion, the oldest in Lima, dates 
back to 1535 when the city was founded. Built on land given to 
Jerónimo de Aliaga by conquistador Pizarro, it has since been occupied 
by the same family. The unassuming building has ornately decorated 
interiors with original tiles, fine furnishings, tapestries and centuries-
old art, as well as the sword used by Aliaga in the conquest of Peru.

Experiences in Peru

PERU
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Cable car to Kuelap, Chachapoyas
Set in the northern Peruvian Andes, this impressive pre-Inca fortress 
with 20-metre-high walls is an amazing feat of construction. Stretching 
for more than 600 metres along a soaring ridgetop, it can be accessed 
via a scenic cable car and commands breathtaking views of the 
surrounding mountains. The remains of hundreds of structures and 
dwellings, some with fascinating stone friezes, can be explored.

Sacred Valley active explorations
Active travellers can experience a different side of the Sacred Valley 
by taking a horse ride, jumping on a mountain bike or simply lacing 
up their walking shoes. Explore trails that pass alongside Inca terraces 
and the Urubamba river, meandering through beautiful Andean 
landscapes and scenic farmlands, and observe the rural lifestyle of the 
local communities.

Inca Trail experience 
Trace the footsteps of the Incas on a 4-day / 3-night trek with 
mesmerising views and fascinating archaeological sites en route. Hike 
accompanied by porters along ancient footpaths, up mountain passes 
and through cloud forest, and stay overnight in tented camps. There 
is a shorter 1-day express trek from KM 104 and an alternative longer, 
Salkantay trail along a lesser-trodden route with comfortable lodges.

Inti Raymi festival, Cuzco
Inti Raymi, the most important Inca ritual celebration in honour of the 
Sun god, coincides with the winter solstice. The present-day festivities 
include a spectacular re-enactment starting at Koricancha. Hundreds 
of Inca descendants in colourful finery, accompanied by music and 
dancing, wind in a procession to the main plaza of Cuzco, before 
continuing to Sacsayhuaman for the climax of the ritual ceremony.

Local markets & communities, Sacred Valley 
The picturesque villages of the Sacred Valley are home to Incan 
descendants wearing traditional attire. Outstanding textiles are still 
woven using techniques unchanged for centuries, and potatoes, 
guinea pigs and colourful ponchos are bartered at lively markets such 
as Pisac and Chinchero. Visits to communities such as Huilloc in the 
nearby Lares Valley provide further insight into local traditions. 

Uros floating islands, Lake Titicaca
These floating islands near Puno are inhabited by the indigenous Uros 
people, whose livelihood for generations has depended on the totora 
reed. Growing densely in the marshy shallows, it is used to build their 
homes, boats and is even compressed to form the floating islands 
themselves. Take a boat trip and see spectacular lake panoramas, the 
golden-brown reed houses and rafts, and the colourfully dressed Uros.

La Paz & Surrounds 
Witches’ market • Teleférico • Valley of the Moon

Bustling La Paz is surrounded by high mountains, including 
snow-capped Mount Illimani. Colonial and modern buildings are 
interspersed with street markets, including the fascinating witches’ 
market, where products for indigenous rituals are sold alongside 
traditional handicrafts. Take the panoramic Teleférico cable car 
for a bird’s-eye view over the city or explore the bizarre sandstone 
formations of the nearby Valley of the Moon. 

Lake Titicaca 
Traditional communities • Sacred floating islands

Beautiful, sapphire-blue Lake Titicaca is home to small, traditional 
Aymara fishing and farming communities that dot the shores and little 
islands. Take a day trip from La Paz, or explore on a 2-day visit to best 
experience this magical place.

San Cristóbal (Galapagos)

Climate 
The central sierra, which forms the spine of Ecuador, is at high altitude, but temperatures are always mild due to the 
equatorial location. The Galapagos islands have two distinct seasons: the hot and rainy season (usually short heavy 
showers) falls between January and April while the drier season is from May to December.

Ecuador offers wonderful variety for the traveller. The Andean 
highlands feature beautiful colonial cities, snow-capped volcanoes, 
historic haciendas and colourful, authentic markets. Highlights include 
the tropical Amazon rainforest, cloud forests rich in flora and fauna, 
and a restored heritage train travelling from the Andean highlands 
down to the coast. Due to its relatively small geographical size, a 
comprehensive tour of this delightful country is easy to arrange. 

Less than 1,000km west of the mainland lie the Galapagos islands. 
The natural wonders of these islands once inspired Charles Darwin’s 
theory of evolution. These remote volcanic outcrops consist of 13 major and 12 minor 
islands inhabited by unique species of animals, plants and marine life that have evolved 
without influence from the mainland. Access to the Galapagos from mainland Ecuador is  
via the local airports on Baltra and San Cristóbal.

Middle of the World monument, Quito
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Ecuador by train 
Ecuador’s 100-year-old railway has been revived to offer 1- to 4-day 
scenic journeys from the Andean highlands, past majestic volcanoes 
and sugar and banana plantations, to the coastal plains, including 
the switchbacks of the Devil’s Nose. Tren Crucero has beautifully 
refurbished carriages, pulled part of the way by a 20th-century steam 
locomotive. The experience includes overnight stays in traditional 
haciendas or hotels and guided side trips. 

Ecuador's cloud forest
The cloud forests of Ecuador are superb biodiversity destinations and 
have one of the largest concentrations of bird species in the world, 
particularly hummingbirds, as well as an abundance of beautiful 
orchids, bromeliads and butterflies. The Mindo-Nambillo reserve, an 
hour north of Quito, can be visited on a full-day trip from the capital, 
while Mashpi offers a luxury eco-lodge experience (see page 51).

Cuenca’s colonial heritage 
Stroll along the cobbled streets of charming Cuenca and admire the 
red-roofed colonial houses, graceful iron balconies, flower-filled plazas 
and courtyards, and religious art treasures reminiscent of the long 
association with Spain. The Tomebamba river winds in and out of 
the city’s centre and ornate wooden ‘hanging houses’ jut out over its 
banks. Dominating the main plaza is the New Cathedral, a red-brick 
construction with distinctive blue domes. 

Traditional haciendas
Historic haciendas are dotted throughout the countryside and provide 
an authentic Ecuadorian experience. Ranging from small family-run 
properties to large traditional working farms, these restored colonial 
properties are full of character. Stay at the beautiful Hacienda Zuleta 
or the 17th-century La Cienega (see page 50). Walk through manicured 
gardens and sample delicious traditional cuisine.

Otavalo market 
Surrounded by verdant valleys and hills, the small town of Otavalo is 
a 3-hour drive north of Quito and home to one of the largest outdoor 
indigenous markets in South America. Local Otavaleño people wear 
distinctive blue clothing and trade their wares at this daily market. 
Browse through numerous stalls with brightly coloured textiles, hand-
woven ponchos and hats, leather goods and wood-carved handicrafts. 

Quito like a local 
This experiential tour gives a great insight into local traditions and the 
richness of the capital city. Meet local artisans and hat makers in their 
workshops while wandering through the streets of the old town and 
learn about Ecuador’s finest chocolate. Watch vendors selling fresh 
fruit, vegetables and herbal medicine in one of the oldest markets and 
finish with a lunch of Ecuadorian specialities at a historic hotel.

Experiences in Ecuador
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Wildlife of the Galapagos
Giant tortoise
Once hunted as food for pirates and whalers, these enormous creatures 
are synonymous with the Galapagos and can be seen in their natural 
habitat in the misty highlands of Santa Cruz or at the breeding centre on 
San Cristóbal.

Galapagos albatross
With a remarkable wingspan of up to 2.5 metres, the albatross is 
the largest bird of the Galapagos and is found almost exclusively 
on Española island. If lucky, visitors can catch a glimpse of their 
spectacular courtship display of circling and clacking their beaks.

Flightless cormorant 
The impressive diving and fishing skills of the flightless cormorant 
are a wonderful spectacle. Having lost the ability to fly due to a lack 
of natural predators, it has developed an almost fur-like plumage, 
increasing its efficiency under water. 

This group of isolated islands along the equator lie in the Pacific 
Ocean, west of mainland Ecuador. The Galapagos have a unique 
environment of stark lava formations, cactus forests and lush 
highlands. In order to survive, the wildlife here has adapted by 
developing unique traits, resulting in many endemic species found 
nowhere else on Earth. Limited contact with people means that 
the varied wildlife has never learnt to fear humans, allowing for 
excellent observation at very close quarters and endless photo 
opportunities both on land and under water.

Giant tortoise

Blue-footed, red-footed & Nazca boobies
The brightly coloured feet of the blue- and red-footed boobies make 
them easily spotted and are important features they show off during 
their elaborate mating ritual dance. Nazca boobies are identified by 
their conspicuous white plumage and black ‘mask’ around their eyes. 

Frigatebird
Found primarily on San Cristóbal, Española and Genovesa islands, 
frigatebirds are known for the extraordinary sight of the males 
inflating their distinct bright red pouch into a heart-shaped balloon to 
attract females. 

Marine iguana 
The world’s only marine iguanas have developed an incredible ability to 
‘sneeze’ excess salt from their bodies in order to survive. Found only on 
the Galapagos archipelago, this amazing prehistoric-looking creature is 
often spotted basking in the sun on the shorelines of various islands. 

Galapagos penguin
The endearing Galapagos penguin is the smallest and rarest of its 
species, and is the only penguin to live on the equator and to lay its 
eggs in lava tubes and crevices just above the highest tides.  

Land iguana
These impressive large lizards can grow over a metre long and have a 
spiky crest running along the neck and back. They can survive without 
water for extended periods of time by feeding on succulent plants 
including prickly pears.

Galapagos marine life 
The islands have a varied underwater world due to the mix of several 
oceanic currents. Dolphins, sea turtles, whales, and almost 450 species 
of tropical fish swim in these waters, while inquisitive sea lions and red 
Sally Lightfoot crabs can be seen on the lava rocks.

THE GALAPAGOS

The Galapagos
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A Year in the Galapagos
The Galapagos islands are a year-round destination with a variety 
of wildlife activities available throughout the seasons. In the first 
months of the year, the air and ocean waters are warmer and best for 
snorkelling. Days have plenty of sunshine and heavy but short tropical 
showers. From June to November, the trade winds bring the colder 
Humboldt current, making the open seas choppier. The temperatures 
are cooler, though still pleasantly warm, and the highlands are 
shrouded in garua mist. April to May and November to December 
are transition months for the archipelago, offering a favourable 
combination of weather, water temperatures and wildlife activity.

January 
As the rains begin, many land birds start nesting. Green sea turtles 
arrive to lay their eggs and Española’s marine iguanas change colour to 
display bright red and blue hues. 

February 
Sea temperatures reach their highest (25°C) and greater flamingoes, 
Galapagos doves and Nazca boobies nest. Marine iguanas start nesting 
on Santa Cruz. 

March 
Temperatures can reach 30°C and humidity is high, although rain 
showers remain sporadic. Marine iguanas nest on Fernandina and 
waved albatrosses arrive later in the month. 

April
The islands are very lush and green. On Española, large numbers  
of waved albatrosses are courting, while hatching season for the  
giant tortoises comes to an end. Green turtle and land iguana eggs  
are hatching. 

May
With clear skies overhead, the vegetation on more arid islands starts  
to turn brown. Blue-footed boobies begin their courtship, while  
waved albatrosses lay their eggs. Sea turtle and marine iguana eggs 
begin to hatch. 

Floreana island

June
The misty garua season begins. Giant tortoises migrate to the 
lowlands of Santa Cruz. Humpback whales and magnificent 
frigatebirds can be spotted in North Seymour. 

July
A great time of year for birdwatching – blue-footed boobies and 
flightless cormorants are breeding and nesting. Lava lizards begin 
their mating rituals. Whales and dolphins can be spotted off Isabela’s 
west coast. 

August
The seas can turn choppy and waters are at their coolest (18°C). 
The first sea lion pups are born and frigatebird chicks start to hatch. 
Galapagos hawks begin to court and migrant shore birds arrive on 
the islands. 

September
The best month to see sea lion pups and fighting among rival males. 
Galapagos penguins are courting and active on Bartolomé island, 
often swimming with snorkellers. Nesting seabirds remain active. 

October
The garua still blankets the highlands. Lava herons begin to nest and 
blue-footed boobies raise their chicks. Giant tortoises are still laying 
eggs, while Galapagos fur seals start to mate. 

November
Winds decrease, skies are clearer and seas are calm. Water 
temperatures start to rise and it is possible to snorkel close to curious 
young sea lions. Green turtles start to mate and brown noddies breed. 

December
Lots of sunshine and warm temperatures mixed with tropical  
showers as the islands turn green. Baby giant tortoises begin to  
hatch and young waved albatrosses fledge. Sea lions, fur seals and 
iguanas breed.

Daily 
shore excursions in small groups include guided walks to get up close to 
the resident wildlife and panga (small inflatable boat) rides that enable 
visitors to discover otherwise inaccessible mangrove estuaries and hidden 
coves around the islands.

Easter Island

Climate 
Due to its length, Chile has an extraordinary variety of climates. Santiago and the central region enjoy a southern 
hemisphere summer from October to March. In the Atacama, the high altitude prevents scorching temperatures – days 
are usually pleasant but nights get cold. In Patagonia the weather is decidedly mixed: the temperature rarely gets above 
15°C and sunshine can turn to rain in a matter of minutes. The best time to visit is summer, when the days are long and 
the weather is less severe.

Set between the majestic Andes and the rugged Pacific coast, 
Chile stretches from the desolate Atacama desert in the north 
to the granite peaks, glacier fields and untamed wilderness of 
Patagonia in the south. In between these striking extremes, the 
country offers snow-capped volcanoes, crystal-clear lakes, winding 
fjords, ancient forests and verdant valleys dotted with vineyards. As well as this pristine and 
spectacular scenery, visitors can encounter indigenous communities, bustling city culture in 
Santiago and Valparaíso, friendly hosts and delicious fresh seafood. 

The remote and volcanic Easter Island in the middle of the Pacific Ocean bears witness to a 
unique and mysterious Rapa Nui legacy, with an extraordinary display of hundreds of moai 
(gigantic stone statues) dotted across the island. Chile has a number of luxury hotels and 
lodges with specialist guides to help provide insight as you explore the diverse regions of  
the country.

Astronomical 
observatories like Mamalluca and La Silla are open for visitors to gaze 
at the wonders of the skies. The Elqui valley is also home to picturesque 
villages and pisco distilleries, where the local drink is produced.

Easter Island 
Giant stone statues • Polynesian culture 

Officially part of Chile, the mysterious and remote Easter Island lies in 
the middle of the South Pacific, a 5-hour flight from the mainland. This 
small volcanic rock is an extraordinary open-air museum of hundreds 
of moai (gigantic stone statues). Guided tours to ceremonial platforms 
and the quarry can be arranged, while the small village of Hanga Roa is 
easily explored on your own. We recommend stays of 3 or 4 nights due 
to the remote location and wealth of sites to visit.

Stargazing, northern Chile
Famed for its reliable weather and clear, unpolluted night skies, the dry 
Atacama desert is a leading destination for astronomers, with many 
renowned international observatories and powerful telescopes located 
in the area of San Pedro de Atacama and La Serena. Stargaze with 
expert guides for a glimpse of our planetary neighbours, the brightest 
stars in the Milky Way, and the glow of distant galaxies.

Chiloé Island
The misty, verdant island of Chiloé is a short ferry ride from Puerto 
Montt on the mainland. This land of myths and legends has a distinctive 
folklore and is known for its colourful stilt-houses and 16th-century 
wooden churches, declared world heritage sites by Unesco.

Valparaíso’s funicular elevators, constructed in the late 19th and early 
20th centuries, connect the lower and historic upper part of the city and 
serve as a reminder of its prosperous past. Offering a welcome respite 
from steep hillside steps, these listed national monuments reward 
visitors with fantastic views of colourful houses and the bay. Concepción, 
the oldest, climbs almost 70 metres at an angle of 45 degrees, while 
Artillería is perhaps the most photographed.

Climate 
Buenos Aires and the surrounding region is hot in summer from November to April and can get fairly cool in winter, although 
it is often mild even in mid-winter. Patagonia’s weather is variable and unpredictable while further south in Ushuaia the 
climate is more severe. The best time to visit Patagonia is during the milder summer months of October to the end of March. 

Argentina is a diverse country of stunning natural beauty. Its vast 
territory encompasses high desert plateau, multicoloured canyons, 
tropical rainforests, grassy plains, snow-capped mountain ranges and 
immense glaciers. Southern right whales, sea lions and Magellanic 
penguins abound at Peninsula Valdés, and the pristine wetlands of 
the north-east are a birdwatcher’s paradise. Visitors can explore 
Jesuit and pre-Inca ruins, colonial towns, discover traditional cattle 
ranches and stylish cities. Argentina’s passionate people and superb 
food and wine add to the appeal of this alluring country. 

Uruguay is just a short ferry ride across the River Plate from Argentina. 
Despite its relatively small size, this peaceful country can offer a diverse range of experiences. 
Beyond the beautiful sandy beaches and coastal nature reserves is a grassy interior dotted 
with cattle ranches and vineyards producing excellent local wines.

Peninsula Valdés 
At Peninsula Valdés on the Atlantic coast, rich marine life abounds. 
Here rheas, vizcachas and armadillos roam the wild steppes, while 
sea lions, elephant seals, orcas and seabirds inhabit the coastline and 
shallow waters. Magellanic penguins can be seen in large colonies at 
San Lorenzo and Punta Tombo, and southern right whales are spotted 
between August and November. 

Visit to the ‘end of the world’
At the ‘end of the world’ and separated from the mainland by the 
Straits of Magellan lies Tierra del Fuego (‘Land of Fire’). The remote 
southerly city of Ushuaia, a gateway to Antarctica, is set against a 
jagged mountainous backdrop. Cruise along the Beagle Channel, 
learn about the island’s indigenous inhabitants or hike in serene 
surroundings past lakes and lenga forests.

Salta & the North-West 
Picturesque colonial towns • Striking scenery 

Once part of the Inca empire, Argentina’s north-west is a region of 
picturesque colonial towns, striking natural scenery and deep-rooted 
traditions. Stretching east from the Chilean and Bolivian borders, the high 
altiplano, or puna, gives way to arid foothills dotted with giant cacti, rugged 
colourful canyons and traditional adobe villages where locals still pay tribute 
to the earth goddess Pachamama. Purmamarca to the north has cream-
coloured adobe houses, while the cobbled streets of Cachi and Molinos 
have changed little since colonial times. 

The city of Salta has beautifully preserved colonial architecture and splendid 
museums. It is a starting point for the Train to the Clouds, a spectacular 
narrow-gauge journey through tunnels, bridges and viaducts into the 
barren high plateau, and scenic trips to shimmering white salt flats. Further 
south, a scenic drive past impressive cliffs and rock formations leads to 
Cafayate, home to high altitude vineyards and excellent wine estates.

Cordoba & the Central Sierras   
Rich colonial heritage • Traditional estancias   

Cordoba, Argentina’s second largest city, prospered during colonial 
times and has a well-preserved centre with many beautiful buildings 
dating back to the late 16th century and the time of the Jesuit order. Its 
university, one of the earliest intellectual centres in the Americas, gives 
the city a youthful and buzzing atmosphere today. The surrounding 
grasslands and rolling hills are dotted with small towns, Jesuit ruins 
and traditional estancias (working ranches), home to Argentinian 
gauchos (local cowboys). Visitors can relax in peaceful surroundings 
and are often welcomed by descendants of the original pioneers.

Argentina’s North-East 
Pristine wetlands • Jesuit ruins 

Esteros del Iberá are the second largest wetlands in South America 
and home to abundant and varied wildlife. This prime wildlife viewing 
area (see page 70) can be accessed from the city of Posadas and 
explored by boat and on foot. The area can also be combined with 
onward travel to Iguazú Falls and a visit to the ruined 17th-century 
Jesuit missions, once home to thousands of indigenous Guaraní people 
during their heyday. The ruins of San Ignacio Miní, the best-preserved 
in South America, have impressive stone structures carved with native 
flora and fauna decorations.

Coastal retreats 
East of Montevideo, the Atlantic coastline offers miles of sandy 
beaches, dunes, nature reserves and resorts. Glamorous Punta del 
Este has a glitzy nightlife, but we recommend the former fishing 
village of José Ignacio, a relaxed yet chic coastal retreat surrounded by 
lagoons. Accommodation ranges from small boutique properties to 
exclusive luxury resorts such as the striking beachfront Playa Vik.

Playa Vik, José Ignacio
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Wildlife viewing at Iberá Wetlands
The pristine lakes, streams and floating islands of this vast nature 
reserve – the largest protected area in Argentina – can be explored 
from the luxurious Puerto Valle Hotel, with its own private access 
to the wetlands, or from remote eco-ranches such as Rincón del 
Socorro. Stays are inclusive of boat trips and nature walks in search 
of capybaras, caimans, otters, marsh deer, howler monkeys, giant 
anteaters, anaconda and more than 350 bird species. 

Iguazú boat ride
This exhilarating experience starts with an open 4x4 truck ride through 
the jungle to embark on a shared motorboat and travel upstream 
through stretches of rapids to the pounding waterfalls. Take in 
spectacular up-close views of the Devil’s Throat and San Martin falls 
and hear their thunderous roar before being driven right below the 
blinding wall of a nearby cascade for a drenching but extraordinarily 
invigorating contact with nature.

Tango experience
Synonymous with the capital Buenos Aires, this nostalgic, passionate 
dance emerged from the depths of the suburbs and became world 
famous.

Climate 
The weather in Brazil varies between regions due to the vastness of the country. The climate in Rio de Janeiro ranges 
from hot to pleasantly warm and is generally sunny, with rain usually falling in short showers. In Iguaçu and the south, 
temperatures drop a little between April and September and evenings are cool while Salvador de Bahia is generally hotter 
due to its location closer to the equator. In the Pantanal the dry season is between late April and October, which coincides 
with the nesting and breeding season for wildlife.

As well as the celebrated landmarks 
of Corcovado and Sugar Loaf mountain forming part of the city’s 
magical backdrop, Rio offers a wealth of other attractions. In the 
old centre, historic alleys and colonial buildings coexist with neo-
classical and modern architecture, revealing intriguing stories from 
Rio’s past. An old tram still runs along the former aqueduct to the 
hillside neighbourhood of Santa Teresa, full of century-old mansions 
and artistic studios. The sweeping beaches of Ipanema, Leblon and 
Copacabana are perfect for relaxing. At night the city offers authentic 
Brazilian cultural experiences ranging from live samba and bossa nova 
venues to colourful Afro-Brazilian shows and carnival rehearsals.

Foz do Iguaçu National Park is home to one of the world’s greatest 
natural wonders, Iguaçu Falls, as well as a vast array of wildlife 
including rare tropical birds and endangered jaguars. The dramatic 
spectacle of thundering white water is complemented by other 
wonderful sights including rainbows straddling clouds of spray, 
screeching green parrots flying across the waters and colourful 
butterflies hovering over lush greenery.

The Amazon, the world’s largest tropical rainforest, covers almost half 
of Brazil’s territory. Mighty waters, ranging from yellow-brown to blue-
black, cut through the thick jungle, home to a spectacular biodiversity 
of flora and fauna. The majority of wildlife is hidden in the canopy 
but common sightings include caimans, monkeys, toucans and pink 
river dolphins. River cruises and jungle lodge stays can be arranged to 
explore the Amazon tributaries and forest in canoes or on nature walks. 

The city of Manaus is a gateway to the region and a starting point for 
boat trips along the river. Not far from the town, at the confluence 
of the Rio Negro and the Solimões, a fascinating spectacle can be 
observed – the dark and sandy coloured waters of the two rivers flow 
side by side for 6.5km before merging. Only from this point on is the 
river called the Amazon.

The Pantanal
Premier wildlife destination • Captivating sunsets 

The Pantanal, the world’s largest freshwater wetland, supports a vast 
biological diversity, from capybaras and giant anteaters to howler 
monkeys and an enormous variety of birds, which are all easy to spot 
due to the lack of dense vegetation. An extraordinary annual cycle of 
floods and drought defines life here: aquatic species flourish during the 
rainy season from November to March, while mammals return when the 
waters recede in April. During the driest months from July to October, 
birds breed. Stays in comfortable lodges can be arranged, accessed 
via Campo Grande in the south or Cuiabá in the north, complete with 
nature walks, horse rides, canoe trips, birdwatching and 4x4 safaris. 

The 500-million-year-old Chapada dos Guimarães is easily combined 
with the northern Pantanal and is considered the geographic centre 
of South America. Its scenic plateaux with canyons and numerous 
waterfalls host a variety of endemic flora and fauna. 

Brasilia
Unique urban architecture • Fascinating stopover city 

Situated in the heart of the country, the federal capital of Brazil is 
a spectacular feat of urban and architectural design, built in just 
four years on uninhabited land. The clean-lined city plan by famous 
architect Oscar Niemeyer is often compared to an aeroplane or bird 
in flight when seen from the air. The strikingly innovative style and 
impressive buildings have won the city its Unesco world cultural 
heritage designation. Brasilia is also an excellent stopover en route 
to the Pantanal or the Amazon. The nearby Chapada dos Veadeiros 
contains unusual landscapes, refreshing natural pools and rare animal 
and plant species typical of the tropical cerrado (savannah).

Elaborate baroque churches • Cobbled streets

Set amid verdant rolling hills, the historic gold-mining towns in the 
state of Minas Gerais have some of Brazil’s finest colonial heritage.  
The elaborately decorated churches of Ouro Preto contain opulent 
gold-leaf interiors and fine masterpieces, while 18th-century 
whitewashed houses line the winding streets. Further south, the 
picturesque town of Tiradentes has many colonial buildings now 
converted into art galleries or characterful pousadas. There are  
more outstanding art and architectural treasures to be discovered in 
São João del Rei, Congonhas and Mariana, the oldest of the colonial 
mining towns.

Brazil’s vast coastline of more than 7,000km is fringed with thousands 
of stunning beaches and islands. These range from the golden sands 
of the Buzios peninsula, near Rio (see page 84) to the endless tropical 
stretches of the north. The coast of Santa Catarina in the south has 
large sweeping crescents of soft sand that are buzzing in summer and 
deserted in the cooler winter months. Further south, at Praia da Rosa, 
southern right whales frequent the coast between July and November. 

The tropical north-east coast is characterised by stunning palm-fringed 
beaches and year-round sunshine and warm waters. Chic beach 
destinations or stunning hideaway retreats can be found throughout 
Bahia. The natural pools at Porto de Galinhas in the state of Pernambuco 
provide a chance to swim with colourful fish while further north there 
are empty stretches, white dunes and delightfully sleepy fishing villages. 
This is the perfect region to get away from it all and unwind.

Located just below the equator, Brazil’s remote north-eastern states 
provide superb off-the-beaten-track experiences.

Closer to the ocean, the historic buildings of São Luis are covered 
with distinctive painted tiles, while Lençóis Maranhenses is a stunning 
natural phenomenon of sweeping white dunes and turquoise 
freshwater lagoons, best observed between May and September.

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Jaguar spotting, Pantanal
The Pantanal is one of the remaining strongholds for the continent’s 
largest and most elusive cat. In the north, the best area for sightings is 
the protected park near Porto Jofre at the end of the Transpantaneira – 
a dirt road that carves through the heart of this vast and wild area. The 
Caiman Ecological Refuge in the south runs a conservation project and 
offers dedicated jaguar tracking programmes. Chances for a privileged 
view are greatest from July to October. 

Birdwatching in the Pantanal 
The Pantanal is home to more than 650 bird species including toucans, 
kingfishers, egrets, parrots, jacanas, endangered hyacinth macaws  
and the metre-tall jabiru storks. A large variety can be observed  
along lake shores throughout the year but the most remarkable  
flocks are encountered during the dry season. A fascinating spectacle 
not to be missed is the returning of countless birds to their evening 
roosts at sunset. 

Buzios beach stay
Buzios is situated just two and a half hours’ drive from Rio, on a 
peninsula with more than 20 golden sandy beaches surrounded by 
turquoise waters. The town has kept its original fishing village charm 
and is a sophisticated and relaxed resort with numerous restaurants 
and lively bars. The beautiful coastline can be explored on a boat trip 
with stops at various tranquil beaches and nearby islands. 

Rio Carnival

Conditions in Bogotá are spring-like for the most part due to the altitude, while 
Cartagena on the Caribbean coast is tropical with short, intense showers between May and November. The climate 
of the Guianas is hot year-round, both day and night. There are two 'rainy' seasons: early May to mid-July and late 
November to early January.

Gold Museum • Colonial treasures 

Bogotá, Colombia’s fascinating capital, is home to the superb Gold 
Museum, with the world’s most complete collection of ancient gold 
artefacts. The historic Candelaria district has colonial heritage and a 
cable car climbs up the Monserrat hill for panoramic views of the city. 
To the north, near the town of Zipaquirá, an amazing cathedral is built 
inside an old salt mine, while the small lake of Guatavita is a famous 
Muisca sacred site and part of the El Dorado myth. 

Coffee Country 
Fertile hillsides & plantations • Traditional villages 

The lush countryside of Colombia’s coffee region is dotted with a 
plethora of small plantations and picturesque villages, and is recognised 
by Unesco as a unique cultural landscape. It is possible to relax in 
a delightful hacienda (converted country house) and learn about 
centennial traditions of coffee growing. The cloud forest of Los Nevados 
National Park is home to orchids and hummingbirds, while native wax 
palm trees, the tallest in the world, grow in the verdant Cocora valley. 

Botero Plaza, Medellín

Medellín
Vibrant cultural hub • Social transformation projects 

This cosmopolitan city is a vibrant cultural hub with numerous bars, 
restaurants and art galleries. Visitors can stroll through leafy parks, 
travel on the pioneering public transportation network and discover the 
bronze creations of Colombia’s most famous artist at the Botero Plaza. 
During the annual Flower Festival in July / August, the streets fill with 
flowers and fragrance. Nearby Santa Fe de Antioquia with its pastel-
coloured houses remains largely unchanged since colonial times.

Cartagena

Cartagena & the Caribbean 
Beautiful fortified town • Unspoilt beaches & azure sea 

The colourful Caribbean port of Cartagena is a true colonial gem. The 
Unesco-protected walled city enchants visitors with its well-preserved 
architecture, some of the finest on the continent. Stay in a restored 
colonial house and take a day trip to the coral Rosario islands. Further 
north lies the beautiful Tayrona National Park, while a world apart 
and off the Nicaragua coast is the laid-back island of Providencia with 
unique Raizal culture, mangrove-clad lagoons and turquoise waters.

Coffee plantations
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Corocora luxury tented camp, Los Llanos 
Explore the tropical savannahs of Los Llanos from this exclusive, 
newly opened tented camp, set within a remote private reserve. 
Journey across the grasslands on horseback or by foot in search of 
capybaras, anacondas and giant anteaters, spot howler monkeys and 
a bewildering array of birds in the forest canopy or help local cowboys 
herd cattle. Back at the camp, enjoy 360-degree vistas from the social 
tent and listen to traditional music by the bonfire.

San Agustín archaeological treasures
The San Agustín archaeological park lies in the mountainous Upper 
Magdalena region of Colombia’s south-west. The largest collection 
of religious monuments and megalithic sculptures in South America 
can be found here and at several nearby sites. This amazing array 
of imposing statues (many of anthropomorphic figures and up to 
4 metres tall), stone slabs and burial chambers was created by a 
mysterious pre-Columbian culture. 

Tayrona National Park, Caribbean coast
The lush Sierra Nevada mountains meet the Caribbean Sea at the 
beautiful and rugged Tayrona National Park, a 1-hour drive from the 
town of Santa Marta. The pristine palm-fringed beaches are set in 
deep bays and the untouched rainforest is home to spider monkeys 
and numerous birds. Stay in eco-chic properties and take nature 
hikes through the jungle or visit sacred pre-Columbian civilisation 
archaeological sites.

Cartagena walking tour
Cartagena's picturesque walled city and its colonial attractions are 
best explored on foot. Discover old Spanish fortifications, historic 
convents, beautiful churches, winding alleyways, stunning mansions 
with overhanging flower-filled balconies and small attractive plazas. 
Peruse small but interesting museums, visit the baroque Inquisition 
Palace and the imposing San Pedro Claver church, then soak up the 
atmosphere at a nearby open-air cafe. 

Social transformation tour, Medellín
Following a number of troubled years, notorious Medellín has 
blossomed into a stylish city and is today a shining example of social 
transformation and urban regeneration. Visit once marginalised 
neighbourhoods and learn how they have been transformed through 
social and innovative projects. See the outdoor electric staircases of 
Comuna 13, take in some of the graffiti and street art or partake in a 
cookery class with people from the local community.

Villa de Leyva
Situated a 3-hour drive north of Bogotá, this beautifully preserved 
16th-century town has hardly changed with the passing of time. Stroll 
along picturesque cobbled streets lined with crimson bougainvillea 
and whitewashed houses, and soak up the colonial-era atmosphere in 
the main square, one of the largest in the Americas. Outside the town, 
visit a historic Dominican convent and see the world's most complete 
kronosaurus fossil at El Fosil museum.

Guyana is a wilderness destination with much to offer to nature 
lovers with an adventurous streak. Covered with pristine rainforest, 
interspersed with savannahs and laced with criss-crossing rivers, this 
English-speaking country teems with wildlife and rare flora.
The capital, Georgetown, on the banks of the Demerara river, features 
unique Dutch wooden architecture, a Caribbean vibe and rum 
distilleries. It is possible to explore the botanical gardens, take a day 
trip by air to the awe-inspiring Kaieteur Falls or a sunset birding river 
cruise. In the interior, where travel is by light-aircraft, on unpaved 
roads or by boat, the rainforests of the Iwokrama and Pakaraima 
mountains form part of the world’s largest remaining tract of pristine 
tropical forest, the Guiana Shield.

Catamaran trip to Iles du Salut, French Guiana
These small but beautiful and historically important tropical islands lie 
just off the coast of Kourou. Famously featured in the novel Papillon, 
they once served as French penal colonies, where many convicts and 
political prisoners were incarcerated. Take a catamaran day trip to Ile 
Saint Joseph and Ile Royal to explore the atmospheric and overgrown 
ruins. Enjoy lunch with views of Devil’s Island (inaccessible due to its 
dangerous coastline).

Maroon villages, Suriname
Get an insight into Maroon culture by staying deep in the rainforests 
of the Upper Suriname river. We recommend remote Danpaati, a 
rustic jungle lodge that works closely with the local communities. Visit 
the nearby village and meet the elders, learning about the Maroon's 
unique culture, lifestyle and West African traditions passed on by their 
ancestors. In the evening, enjoy a cultural performance of songs and 
dances by the staff and their families.

Rupununi experience, Guyana
Named after the Rupununi river, these vast and remote south-
western savannahs are interspersed with wetlands, river systems and 
rainforest-covered mountains. Seasonal floods create a rich ecosystem 
and habitat for tropical freshwater fish, black caiman, giant anteaters 
and harpy eagles. Karanambu, a former cattle ranch dedicated to 
conservation and run by the McTurk family, is one of the last refuges 
for the giant river otter.

Iwokrama rainforest, Guyana
Iwokrama is a living laboratory for sustainable tropical forest 
management in conjunction with the local Makushi people. A rich variety 
of flora and fauna including many bird species can be seen during forest 
hikes, from high up on the Iwokrama Canopy Walkway or on boat rides 
along the Essequibo river. There is a good chance of spotting a jaguar 
in its natural environment. Amerindian petroglyphs can be seen at 
Kurupukari Falls, or hike up Turtle mountain for spectacular views.

Visit Kaieteur Falls, Guyana
Fly deep into the remote rainforest-covered interior by light aircraft to 
experience the mighty Kaieteur Falls, the world’s largest single-drop 
waterfall. Located on the Potaro river, a tributary of the Essequibo, the 
falls thunder 250 metres into a deep gorge. See swifts dart through the 
spray or perhaps spot a golden frog or the colourful Guianan cock-of-
the-rock. The adventurous can hike in the area and overnight in a basic 
guesthouse.  

Georgetown Backyard Café, Guyana
This unique cultural experience with charismatic chef Delven Adams 
starts with a visit to Georgetown’s bustling Bourda market to find fresh 
organic produce and meet local stallholders. Continue to the Backyard 
Café, the cook’s little establishment set up in his own backyard. Relax 
on an upcycled shipping pallet with a cold drink and watch the chef 
prepare a delicious lunch over an open fire. Alternatively, lend a hand 
and learn to cook Guyanese-style.

Cienfuegos & the South Coast
Colonial port & scenic countryside • Bay of Pigs

Cienfuegos, known as the 'Pearl of the South', was founded by French 
settlers from Louisiana in 1819 and is located on a beautiful bay on the 
southern coast of Cuba, some 250km east of Havana. One of the chief 
seaports of Cuba, it is a centre for the sugar trade and is surrounded 
by one of the most picturesque and fertile regions in the country. 
Nearby is Playa Giron, nestled on the infamous Bay of Pigs, where the 
failed CIA invasion took place. Peninsula Zapata National park, home 
to plenty of wildlife, is known for its birdwatching opportunities. 

Trinidad & Surrounds
Beautiful colonial town • Valley of the Sugar Mills •  
Che Guevara's memorial

Colonial Trinidad, a Unesco world heritage site, has pastel-coloured 
buildings and serene cobbled streets that seem frozen in time.  
Visit the Cantero Museum, an old merchant’s home, and the local  
Casa de la Musica. Not far from town there are fine stretches of beach, 
ruins of the former sugar plantations and the verdant slopes of the 
Escambray mountains. A trip to Trinidad is often combined with a stop 
at French-influenced Cienfuegos and historic Santa Clara, site of the 
Che Guevara memorial. 

The Viñales Valley
Peculiar limestone outcrops • Traditional rural life & 
tobacco plantations

Viñales’ fascinating landscape consists of fertile valleys dotted with 
palm trees and peculiar mogote hills, the rounded limestone outcrops 
of the Sierra de los Organos. There are countless caves and green 
plantations where tobacco growing has remained unchanged for 
several centuries. Viñales can be visited on a day trip from Havana 
but it is best to stay a night or two. There is also the nearby Sierra del 
Rosario Biosphere Reserve, where the eco resort of Las Terrazas offers 
another authentic glimpse into Cuba’s rural life.

Climate 
Mexico City and the central plateau tend to be cooler due to the altitude (2,250 metres). The colourful city of Oaxaca has 
a temperate sub-tropical climate year-round, with lower humidity from November to February. In the Yucatan peninsula, 
proximity to the sea dictates the heat and humidity – the inland jungle areas are hot and humid while the coastal areas are 
cooled by sea breezes. There is a higher chance of rainfall from June to October, which coincides with hurricane season.

On the spring and autumn 
equinoxes, the afternoon sun casts a shadow resembling the downward 
gliding of a snake on the side of El Castillo pyramid, also known as the 
Temple of Kukulkan, or ‘The Temple of the Plumed Serpent’. 

Mayan Riviera
The beautiful Mayan Riviera runs south along the Caribbean coast from 
Cancun, past fishing villages and the lively town of Playa del Carmen. 
The coast is blessed with white sandy beaches and turquoise seas, while 
offshore lies the world’s second largest coral reef. Relax at an intimate 
beachside resort property and visit the clifftop ruins of Tulum, snorkel 
the reefs or search for wildlife by boat in the Sian Ka’an Reserve.

Oaxaca cuisine & cooking classes 
The gastronomic capital of Mexico, Oaxaca is famed for its diverse and 
flavoursome cuisine. Specialities range from delicious, rich and spicy 
sauces such as mole, to fried grasshoppers seasoned with onion and 
garlic. An excellent way to learn more is to take a cookery class. Visit a 
local market, where ingredients are sampled and bought, receive an 
informal lecture and then put on an apron and create a delicious five-
course meal. 

Sumidero Canyon boat ride 
The spectacular Sumidero Canyon is more than 1,000 metres deep in 
places and is surrounded by lush vegetation with waterfalls spilling 
down its walls. Journey along the winding Grijalva river by boat and 
spot monkeys, egrets and crocodiles, as well as hidden caves along  
the cliff faces. Legend has it that the local Chiapa warriors used to  
hurl themselves into the canyon rather than submit to the colonial 
Spanish rule. 

Chepe Express train ride
The Chepe Express runs daily between Creel and Los Mochis and vice 
versa, with stops at Divisadero and El Fuerte. The 60-seat tourist class 
and 45-seat executive class carriages feature panoramic windows and 
reclining seats. Relax in the comfortable bar-lounge or observation 
cars, sample traditional Mexican dishes in the two-level dining carriage   
and admire the views from the panoramic or domed windows.

Palenque Mayan ruins
The ruins of this magnificent ancient city are considered among the 
most spectacular in Mexico and feature fine Mayan architecture and 
painted stucco decorations in a stunning jungle setting. Streams and 
waterfalls run through the steep hillsides and terraces, while the cries 
of howler monkeys echo in the trees. The site is dominated by the 
eight-storey Temple of the Inscriptions, which contains the tomb of the 
seventh-century ruler Pakal.

Visit indigenous villages, Chiapas
Around San Cristóbal lie fascinating Tzotzil Mayan villages such as 
Zinacantan and San Juan Chamula. The Mayans here have a distinct 
identity and proudly wear traditional outfits with elaborate decoration 
and ribboned hats. Numerous indigenous languages are in use in this 
region and Spanish is often the second language. Older pre-Hispanic 
customs are mixed with Catholicism and images of patron saints are 
venerated in various rituals and festivals.

Whale-watching boat trip, Baja California
Between January and March, hundreds of grey whales migrate to 
Baja’s Pacific coast to calve in the warm, calm waters of Laguna San 
Ignacio and Bahia Magdalena. Meanwhile, humpbacks can be seen off 
the coast of Los Cabos and blue whales may be spotted near La Paz. 
A boat trip provides the chance to get closer to these friendly majestic 
giants, which occasionally come almost within touching distance.

San José and the central highlands have a warm climate with cool nights due to the elevation (1,175 metres). The Pacific 
coast is also warm and generally drier than the Caribbean coast. The green season runs from May to October and 
encompasses the whole country.

One of the most ecologically diverse places on Earth and 
a nature-lover’s paradise, Costa Rica’s landscapes range from 
smouldering volcanoes, cloud forests and coffee plantations to pristine 
rainforests and beautiful beaches on the Caribbean and Pacific coasts. 

National parks and reserves protect more than a quarter of this small country’s 
territory and its incredible biodiversity, including thousands of plant varieties, numerous 
kinds of colourful butterflies and more than 800 bird species. The country’s relatively small 
size allows for easy exploration by road or using one of the domestic airlines that link the 
capital, San José, in the highlands to the often remote coastal areas. An abundance of unspoilt 
beaches backed by tropical jungle make for idyllic relaxation at the end of a trip here.

Reached along unpaved roads, the mist-shrouded Monteverde cloud 
forest and the adjacent, but smaller, Santa Elena Reserve are home 
to a wealth of plant life and many species of butterflies, insects and 
birds, including resplendent quetzals. Hike along trails surrounded 
by hanging vines and flowering orchids or stroll through the treetops 
on canopy walkways – suspended bridges that bring you closer to the 
flora and fauna. 

A superb and quieter alternative is El Silencio Lodge & Spa, located in 
its own private reserve in the Central Valley area of Bajos del Toro.  
The privately owned 800-hectare reserve of Los Angeles cloud forest 
lies closer to San José but attracts fewer visitors than Monteverde.

Tortuguero & the Caribbean
Boat trips along canals • Turtle watching

Tortuguero National Park is located on the remote northern Caribbean 
coast and is accessible only by boat or plane. We recommend 
travelling past banana plantations and then taking a boat through the 
network of waterways that penetrate the dense tropical forests, linking 
rivers and lagoons. 

Simple but comfortable lodges are located along the canal banks 
around the small town of Tortuguero, well situated for easy forest 
hikes or boat trips to spot wildlife such as monkeys, sloths, caimans 
and toucans. Green turtles lay their eggs on the beaches here  
between July and September while leatherbacks can be seen from 
March to June. 

The untamed coast further south has pristine tropical beaches and an 
easy-going ambience, and is the heart of Costa Rica's Afro-Caribbean 
community. Head out to explore the nearby reef or lie in a hammock 
enjoying this quiet corner of the Caribbean.

San José is located in the wide, fertile Central Valley, surrounded by 
mountains and volcanoes. A relatively small capital city, it combines 
modern with traditional Spanish architecture and contains some 
interesting museums, art galleries, restaurants and shops. 

The surrounding volcanic Central Valley is a verdant agricultural region 
with small towns and national parks.

The Osa peninsula sits between the Pacific Ocean and the Golfo Dulce 
in the remote south-west corner of Costa Rica. Home to the Corcovado

Volcano visit
Costa Rica is home to numerous volcanoes, many still active, and is a 
great place to witness the Earth’s incredible power up close. Arenal, 
the most iconic volcano, has a perfect cone-shaped structure. Close to 
San Jose, the massive crater of Poas, spanning a mile across, regularly 
fumes and has a pastel-coloured sulphur lake at its bottom. Irazú 
is also easily accessed and on clear days offers views to both the 
Caribbean and the Pacific from its summit. 

Caño Negro boat trip 
Caño Negro, one of the most important wetland regions in Central 
America, is considered of international significance as it protects an 
impressive number of endangered migratory species. Drive two hours 
north of Arenal, close to the Nicaraguan border, and take a boat down 
the Frío river, its shores teeming with wildlife. Spot turtles, caimans, 
sloths, various monkeys and a wide range of birds including anhingas, 
Nicaraguan grackles, roseate spoonbills and wood storks. 

Birdwatching
More than 850 bird species, many of which are endemic, live in Costa 
Rica’s varied habitats. Besides the cloud forests, the Osa peninsula 
and Caño Negro, waterfowl also thrive in the fresh and saltwater 
Palo Verde wetlands. The Sarapiquí rainforest around La Selva 
Biological Station contains more than 400 bird species, while the small 
community of San Gerardo is home to trogons and hummingbirds. 

Canopy explorations
One of the best ways to explore Costa Rica's biodiverse forests is from 
the treetop canopy on the numerous and varied tours on offer. Thrill 
seekers can choose zip lining, a popular attraction, and spot wildlife 
while flying over the rainforest secured in a harness and attached to 
a sturdy cable. Non-adrenaline junkies can opt for a unique system of 
suspension bridges, aerial trams and trails for a bird’s-eye view of the 
lively jungle below. 

Arenal’s hot springs 
A most enjoyable way to finish an active day in Arenal is to relax in one 
of the many natural thermal springs at the foot of the volcano. Choose 
from Tabacon, Ecotermales or Titoku hot springs for a soak in the 
soothing, mineral-rich natural pools of varying sizes and temperatures. 
The steaming hot springs are usually surrounded by lush vegetation, 
creating a truly idyllic place to unwind. 

Turtle watching on the beach 
Costa Rica is home to six species of turtles, including leatherbacks. During 
the nesting season, watch adults laying eggs and baby turtles making 
their way to the sea. Special night time excursions to see loggerhead, 
hawksbill and green turtles are possible at Tortuguero, on the Caribbean 
coast, between July and October. The Pacific coastline (Tamarindo and 
Ostional) attracts the highly endangered giant leatherbacks from October 
to March, when they come to the dark sand beaches to nest.

Climate

Explore the city, 
visiting the eye-catching Museum of Biodiversity, designed by Frank 
Gehry; have a coffee in the colonial district of Casco Viejo, full of 17th-
century buildings; or watch the giant container ships queue up to pass 
through the Miraflores Locks.

Boquete
Cloud forest • Coffee plantations

Boquete is located in the Chiriquí Highlands, in the heart of the 
country's mountainous coffee-growing region, known for its pristine 
natural setting. Its fertile soils and cool, fresh climate provides an ideal 
environment for citrus fruit cultivation and rich coffee harvests. Stays 
here can be arranged in historic inns and charming small hotels on 
coffee plantations, while activities include coffee tours, scenic hikes, 
birdwatching, mountain biking and horse riding.

Central Panama
Azuero Peninsula • Folklore & festivals

The less touristic region of Central Panama is rich in culture and 
folklore, with picturesque scenery of undulating hills, rainforest 
and farmland. Considered the cultural heart of Panama, the Azuero 
Peninsula is peppered with pretty colonial towns and fishing villages. 
It is known for its vibrant festivals and parades that honour both 
indigenous heritage and Hispanic traditions. Colourful costumes and 
intriguing masks are brought alive by lively drumming music, dancing 
and fireworks. 

Tropical Beaches & Islands
Bocas del Toro • San Blas Islands

Panama offers numerous tropical islands and sheltered coral reefs. 
Laid-back Bocas del Toro is home to rainforests, mangroves, deserted 
beaches and rich bird and marine life. The sun-soaked San Blas and 
Pearl Islands archipelagos provide opportunities to snorkel in clear 
seas, unwind on palm-fringed beaches or meet indigenous people. On 
the Pacific near Panama City, beach and city stays can be combined, 
while further west the coastline becomes wilder with remote 
ecolodges and private island hideaways. 

Casco Viejo, Panama City
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Panama Canal crossing
Take a partial or full transit of the renowned waterway, passing 
through the rainforest, various locks and into Lake Gatun through the 
Gaillard Cut, where the canal breaks through the Continental Divide. 
The Miraflores Locks’ visitor centre is highly recommended and has 
a museum dedicated to the fascinating history of the canal and an 
observation centre, where one can see large tankers passing through 
the locks with inches to spare on either side. 

Birdwatching in Soberanía National Park 
Panama’s incredible biodiversity includes superb birding opportunities, 
with more than 950 species to spot. The rewarding Soberanía National 
Park, just an hour's drive from the capital city, has prolific birdlife and 
trails through the dense forest, also home to monkeys, sloths, coatis 
and iguanas. Tropical birds such as parrots, toucans, hummingbirds 
and trogans can be spotted along the Pipeline Road, the most 
renowned section. 

Discover indigenous cultures
Panama is home to some intriguing indigenous communities. The 
fiercely independent Kuna reside in an autonomous region that 
includes the San Blas archipelago. Stays in simple lodges can be 
arranged to learn about their traditional way of life and brightly 
coloured mola textiles. In the rainforests of Chagres National Park, the 
Emberá live in traditional villages and are famous for their intricate 
hand-woven baskets and wood carvings.

Kayaking on Lake Gatun
Lake Gatun is an integral part of the Panama Canal and has several 
channels along its scenic, tropical forest-lined shores, ideally 
explored in a kayak. Paddle around small islands, once the tops of 
mountains, and look out for wildlife such as monkeys, sloths and 
abundant birdlife. The close proximity to the water also offers greater 
opportunities to spot turtles or basilisk lizards that have the amazing 
ability to run along the water’s surface. 

The Quetzal Trail 
The Quetzal Trail, named after Panama’s majestic bird, the quetzal, 
is one of the most scenic hikes in Central America. It follows the 
course of the Caldera river deep into Barú Volcano National Park 
with picturesque views of the Boquete valley along the way. There is 
a huge variety of plants, trees, mammals, and bird species including 
hummingbirds, warblers, finches and, as the name indicates, native 
resplendent quetzals. 

San Blas Islands sailing
Sailing around the paradisiacal archipelago of San Blas is an ideal way 
to explore some of the more remote islands and enjoy powder white 
sand beaches with coconut groves, as well as unparalleled snorkelling 
opportunities. There are a range of sailboat options offering 3- or 
6-day shared departures with a maximum of 10 passengers on board. 
It is also possible to privately charter your own yacht for a more 
exclusive experience.

Lake Atitlán & Markets 
Beautiful scenery • Mayan villages 

Beautiful Lake Atitlán is located in Guatemala’s highlands surrounded 
by perfectly conical volcanoes. From Panajachel, take a boat trip across 
the azure waters to the traditional villages of Santiago Atitlán and San 
Juan La Laguna, where colourfully dressed locals go about their daily 
routines, doing their washing on the banks of the lake, while fishermen 
catch their daily hauls. Several of the towns hold regular markets, 
selling wares from local produce to handcrafted trinkets.

Tikal & El Petén  
Remote Mayan ruins amid jungle 

El Petén, in northern Guatemala, is a jungle region scattered with many 
lost Mayan cities and ceremonial centres. The magnificent site of Tikal 
has a collection of huge temples spread across a protected reserve. 
Other lesser-known ruins include Yaxha, closer to the Belize border 
and on the shores of a lagoon that provides picturesque panoramas 
and excellent birdwatching opportunities; remote Aguateca, accessible 
only by river; and Ceibal, with its well-preserved carvings. 

Rio Dulce & Livingston 
Boat trips • Caribbean culture 

Travel east to Rio Dulce, visiting the Mayan stelae of Quiriguá en 
route. A boat trip along the Dulce river, running from Lake Izabal to 
Livingston on the Caribbean coast, passes changing landscapes of 
rainforest, canyon cliffs and gorges. Livingston, a town with a strong 
Garifuna culture mixed with Maya and Afro-Caribbean influences, 
offers a contrasting side trip when travelling between Copán in 
Honduras and Tikal.

Antigua
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Antigua street food tour
Influenced by both the Mayas and the Spanish, Guatemalan cuisine 
is varied and flavoursome. Stroll along Antigua’s cobblestone streets 
and eat like a local. Visit a thriving market to take in the sights and 
smells of a colourful array of fresh exotic fruits, vegetables and spices, 
then stop by small eateries to sample a range of traditional delicacies 
such as rellenitos (fried plantain dough filled with beans) and chuchitos 
(Guatemala-style tamales).

Chichicastenango market
The highland town of Chichicastenango, to the north of Lake Atitlán, 
holds one of the most famous and festive indigenous markets in 
Central America. Every Thursday and Sunday, hundreds of Mayan 
people from villages throughout the countryside gather at bustling 
Chichi, as it’s locally known, to sell and trade textiles, pottery and 
fresh produce, and to perform religious ceremonies, creating a hub of 
colour, sights and sounds. 

Mayan ruins of Tikal 
The ancient city of Tikal contains over 3,000 buildings, surrounded 
by dense jungle, home to howler monkeys, coatis and birds such as 
toucans, parrots and hummingbirds. The most iconic ruins are the 
remarkable pyramids of the Temple of the Grand Jaguar and the 
Temple of the Masks, that are set at opposite ends of the Grand Plaza, 
and tower above the rainforest canopy.

Semana Santa in Antigua
Picturesque Antigua is renowned for its elaborate Easter celebrations 
combining indigenous and Catholic traditions. Semana Santa (Holy 
Week), with its grand processions, floats with colourful handmade 
decorations and intricately designed alfombras (carpets) made from 
dyed sawdust, flowers and pine needles, attracts thousands of local 
revellers and visitors alike.  

Meet Maximon, Lake Atitlan
In the village of Santiago Atitlán on the shores of the lake, visit the 
house of the venerated Mayan god Maximon, represented by a life-
sized wooden figure dressed up and complete with a hat and a lit 
cigar in his mouth. The effigy of this unusual folk saint is moved to a 
different family home each year and is placed on a straw mat, often 
accompanied by offerings and a shaman performing rituals for the 
protection or cure of local people.

Uaxactún overnight experience 
Uaxactún, not far from Tikal, is home to ancient temples and a small 
Maya community. Explore the fascinating structures that were built 
in exact alignment with the rising sun and enjoy sunset drinks atop 
a lookout tower followed by a candlelit dinner made with fresh local 
ingredients. Simple but comfortable camping accommodation offers 
the opportunity to fall asleep to the night-time sounds of the jungle in 
close proximity to Mayan ruins.

Founded in 1524 on the shores of Lake Nicaragua, Granada is one 
of the oldest cities in Latin America. Picturesque and colourful, it still 
retains much of its original architecture with cobbled streets, colonial 
churches and houses with beautiful indoor patios.

León & the North
Cultural centre • Highland coffee estates

León is a colourful and artistic city steeped in a revolutionary past. 
Its cathedral is the largest in Central America and a climb to the top 
rewards with magnificent views of the city and surrounding volcanoes. 
Further inland, the beautiful highland coffee-growing region around 
Matagalpa is home to verdant mountains and valleys, unspoiled cloud 
forest and lush agricultural plantations. Follow nature trails on foot or 
enjoy a horseback ride through the countryside. 

Rio San Juan & the South
Wetlands & rainforest • Historic fortress town

The tropical San Juan river runs along the border with Costa Rica, 
winding through dense rainforest, rolling hills and expansive wetlands, 
and out into the Caribbean Sea. Once an important indigenous 
trading route, the river was also frequented by pirates and Spanish 
conquistadores. The historic town of El Castillo is dominated by its 
17th-century fortress, which overlooks stilted, colourful buildings, and 
is the access point to the pristine Indio Maíz Biological Reserve.

Pacific Coast & Tropical Islands
Unspoilt beaches • Turtle watching

Nicaragua has a combined coastline of over 500 miles, from the 
rugged, jungle-backed golden sands of the Pacific coast, to idyllic, 
palm-fringed islands in the Caribbean. Located on the southern 
Pacific coast, San Juan del Sur is a tranquil fishing town overlooking 
a beautiful horseshoe bay. Stay at secluded hideaway resorts such 
as the delightful Morgan’s Rock ecolodge or the exclusive Mukul. 
Thousands of turtles can be seen in the area from July to November.
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Chocolate workshop, Granada 
The ChocoMuseo, located in a charming colonial building, offers 
interactive lessons on the process of roasting and grinding locally 
sourced cacao beans, as well as mixing and refining chocolate liquor. 
Learn about the history and botany of cacao, and sample Maya, Aztec 
and Spanish chocolate drinks. Finally, pick the ingredients of your 
choice and mould your own handmade Nicaraguan chocolate bar. 

Ometepe island
This unspoilt island sits right in the middle of Lake Nicaragua and is 
dominated by the sight of two conical volcanoes. Its fertile volcanic 
soil provides an ideal habitat for exotic flora and fauna, which can be 
spotted on hikes through the cloud forest. Ometepe can be visited on 
a day trip, but an overnight stay is recommended to fully explore the 
island’s lagoons, beaches and pre-Columbian sites. 

Visit a coffee plantation, Matagalpa
The cool mountain air of the Selva Negra cloud forest, near the hillside 
town of Matagalpa, provides an ideal climate for the region’s coffee 
production. Take a plantation tour to learn about the cultivation of 
‘shade coffee’, grown under the canopy of old native trees, followed by 
a tasting session of organic highland coffee. Visits are possible year-
round but the harvest season from November to February is the most 
interesting.  

Active Masaya volcano
Masaya Volcano National Park features an imposing volcano made 
up of three craters. It is possible to peer into the mouth of the active 
Santiago crater from a viewpoint on its rim, and to observe the vivid 
red-orange lava bubbling far beneath. The fluorescent glow is even 
more impressive at dusk, and you may also see the bright green 
parakeets which curiously roost close to the crater each night. 

Wildlife of Indio Maíz Biological Reserve
The remote primary forest of the Indio Maíz Biological Reserve is home 
to an incredibly rich ecosystem with over 600 bird species and 200 
species of other wildlife. Explore the pristine jungle and waterways 
by foot, boat or kayak, and search for howler and spider monkeys, 
tree lizards, giant anteaters, jaguars and brightly coloured poison dart 
frogs. At night, take a moonlit boat ride to search for caimans.

Corn Islands barefoot bliss
Reached by a short flight off the Caribbean coast, the undeveloped, 
Corn Islands have a distinct Afro-Caribbean laid-back feel. Little Corn is 
just two sq km and is known for its serene turquoise waters, secluded 
beaches and superb snorkelling. For an understated, luxurious 
experience, stay at eco-chic Yemaya Island Hideaway & Spa (see 
page 161) and relax in hammocks slung between palm trees or swim 
amongst kaleidoscopic marine life.

The Cayo District is located in western Belize, near the border with 
Guatemala, and encompasses lush jungle and the Maya Mountains.

Within this region the Mountain Pine 
Ridge forests spread over an area dotted with azure pools, waterfalls, 
winding rivers and caves. Stay in a luxury lodge, such as The Lodge 
at Chaa Creek (see page 160) and explore the region by hiking, horse 
riding, cycling and canoeing, or visit ancient Mayan ruins.

Southern Belize
Coastal reserves • Indigenous culture

The less-visited Toledo District in the far south is reached by a flight to 
the coastal town of Punta Gorda. Largely undeveloped and untouched 
by tourism, the region has a diverse cultural mix of Maya, Creole and 
Garifuna. Discover well-preserved rainforests, rivers, mangroves, 
coastal nature reserves and offshore islands, with opportunities 
for birding and wildlife spotting. Activities include hiking, boat trips, 
snorkelling, and visits to local Maya villages.

Northern Belize
Remote location • Superb birdwatching

Northern Belize is home to the Orange Walk District and is known for 
its areas of dense jungle, farming communities and plantations, and 
is one of the country’s greatest birdwatching destinations. There are 
several Mayan sites to explore; Altun Ha, a seventh-century ceremonial 
centre where Belize’s famous jade head was discovered; and Lamanai, 
surrounded by rainforest and overlooking the New River Lagoon. The 
best way to experience this region is to stay in an authentic jungle 
lodge such as stylish Chan Chich Lodge or Lamanai Outpost.

Beaches of Belize
Caribbean beaches • Barrier reef

The coastline of Belize is made up of pristine Caribbean white sand 
beaches fringed with coconut palms and idyllic coral cayes. The world’s 
second largest barrier reef extends for more than 290 kilometres along 
the shoreline with endless snorkelling opportunities amongst colourful 
tropical fish and coral. Relaxed beach stays are possible on the islands 
of Ambergris Caye or Caye Caulker, or near the sleepy villages of 
Hopkins or Placencia on the mainland’s south coast.

Jaguar
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Caracol Mayan ruins, Cayo District 
Located in the foothills of the Maya Mountains, remote Caracol is the 
largest archaeological site in Belize, sprawling across almost 200 sq 
km of high canopy jungle. Explore the ancient city’s dwellings, plazas 
and royal tombs inscribed with intricate hieroglyphics. A climb up 
the Mayan pyramid Caana, or ‘Sky Palace’, offers spectacular views of 
crumbling temples rising among the lush vegetation.

Crooked Tree Wildlife Sanctuary, northern Belize
Consisting of a network of marshlands, lagoons and creeks, the 
Crooked Tree Wildlife Sanctuary is one of the best birdwatching spots 
in Central America. This unique habitat is home to howler monkeys, 
iguanas and crocodiles and an abundance of native and migratory 
birds, which congregate in their thousands in the dry season (Nov-May). 
Spot parrots, snail kites, spoonbills and the magnificent jabiru stork. 

Cockscomb Basin Wildlife Sanctuary, near Placencia
The Cockscomb Basin Wildlife Sanctuary is home to one of the only 
jaguar conservation projects in the world. Lucky visitors may spot 
the elusive and stealthy cat, along with other wildlife such as pumas, 
ocelots, otters and coatimundi. Follow a series of trails through pristine 
jungle to discover exotic flora and learn about medicinal plants. End 
your hike with an invigorating swim in a hidden waterfall. 

Barton Creek caves, Cayo District
Barton Creek is home to the largest river cave network in Belize, best 
explored on a canoe tour. Navigate through cave passages, granite 
and limestone chambers and marvel at spectacular rock and crystal 
formations. The ancient Maya believed that these mystical caves 
served as an entrance to the underworld, and remnants of ceremonial 
artefacts and sacrificial human remains can still be seen.

Punta Gorda chocolate & culture experience
The laid-back, culturally diverse fishing town of Punta Gorda in the far 
south offers an authentic insight into Belizean life. Stroll around the 
marina, listen to locals conversing in a range of dialects and dance to 
infectious Garifuna drumming music. The region is also recognised for 
its superior cacao bean production and it is possible to visit a cacao 
plantation or experience the annual chocolate festival in May.

Relax at Ambergris Caye
The largest island in Belize, Ambergris Caye, offers a range of 
understated luxurious beachfront properties outside the charming 
town of San Pedro. Running parallel to the barrier reef, it is also an 
ideal base from which to snorkel in pristine, sheltered waters. At Hol 
Chan, a natural break in the reef, it is possible to see a breathtaking 
array of marine life and colourful coral gardens. 

BELIZE

Experiences in Belize
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Copán, Honduras
The beautiful Mayan ruins at Copán are justly renowned for their 
intricately carved stelae, sculptures and the huge ball court, while 
underground tunnels offer the chance to see the facades of buried 
temples and cosmological stucco carvings. Combine with a visit to 
the atmospheric Hacienda San Lucas, set in the hills above Copán, for 
lunch and relaxation. Then take a walk to visit the tiny but interesting 
historic fertility site of Los Sapos. 

Route of the Flowers, El Salvador 
This scenic area is so named for the profusion of wild flowers and 
coffee plantations that bloom at certain times of year. Aside from the 
natural beauty of the volcanoes, lakes and cloud forest trails, the real 
charm lies in the small and traditional artisan towns, such as Ataco and 
Nahuizalco, that dot the route. Many have pre-Columbian origins and 
specialise in crafts such as woodwork and weaving, as well as offering 
restaurants and cafes that serve delicious local produce and coffee.

Honduras
Mayan ruins of Copán • Tropical rainforest

The Mayan ruins of Copán, renowned for their remarkable sculptures 
and intricately carved stelae, are located close to the Guatemalan 
border in the west of the country. The Pico Bonito National Park 
contains lush rainforest, rivers and waterfalls and is near the 
Caribbean coast. Stay at The Lodge & Spa at Pico Bonito (see page 
160) and explore the rainforest, home to abundant wildlife including 
more than 400 species of birds, or take a boat ride through the 
mangrove lagoons of Cuero y Salado, a coastal manatee and wildlife 
refuge. Also worth visiting are the Bay Islands, which offer excellent 
snorkelling, the colonial city of Comayagua, Pulhapanzak Falls and the 
picturesque Lake Yojoa for its array of birdlife.

is shown on our website. A minimum deposit of 
£250 per person or 15% of your total holiday cost, 
whichever is greater, must be paid at the time of 
booking. For some holidays, a higher deposit will 
be payable or it may be necessary to make full 
payment at the time of booking. This is usually the 
case where full payment for certain services, such 
as your flight, has to be made immediately after 
your booking is confirmed in order to secure that 
service or the price quoted at the time of booking. 
Where full payment is required at the time of 
booking, 100% cancellation charges will also apply 
from confirmation of booking in the event that you 
subsequently cancel.  
(b) Where you book over the telephone and we are 
in a position to confirm your booking, a binding 
contract between you and Cox & Kings will come 
into existence when we verbally confirm your 
booking. All other bookings will be confirmed and a 
binding contract will come into existence when we 
issue a confirmation invoice. Please note, though, 
that if you book private travel arrangements or an 
extension to a group tour, your accommodation, 
flights etc will only be requested by us once the 
payment due at the time of booking has been 
received. Your confirmation invoice will indicate 
your requested package cost and you will be 
advised of any accommodation, flights etc that are 
still on request and not confirmed at the time the 
confirmation invoice is issued.
(c) If your confirmed booking includes a flight, we 
(or if you booked via an authorised agent of ours, 
that agent) will issue you with an ATOL Certificate.
(d) It is your responsibility to check the confirmation 
invoice, ATOL Certificate and any other documents 
we send you carefully and to let us or your travel 
agent know immediately in the event of any error 
or inaccuracy, as it may not be possible to make 
changes later. 

(e) The balance of your holiday cost is payable 
not less than 90 days prior to departure, unless 
you are informed otherwise. If all payments are 
not received on time, we are entitled to assume 
you wish to cancel.  Cancellation charges will 
apply in accordance with clause 9(a). If we do not 
cancel straightaway because you promise to make 
payment, you must pay the cancellation charges 
shown in clause 9(a) depending on the date we 
reasonably treat your booking as cancelled by you.
(f) Travel documents will be provided as referred to 
in our full booking conditions.
(g) Prices include all government taxes in the 
amount applicable at the time of booking that 
do not have to be paid locally. Those that have 
to be paid locally by you are extra and are your 
responsibility (such as international airport 
departure tax or local resort taxes).
3) REDUCED MOBILITY / MEDICAL CONDITIONS / 
DISABILITIES / SPECIAL REQUESTS
The information you are provided with about 
your holiday before you make your booking will 
include a general indication of the suitability of 
the holiday for someone with reduced mobility. 
However, reduced mobility means different things 
to different individuals as individual capabilities, 
restrictions and requirements are likely to vary 
considerably. If you suffer from restricted mobility 
or have any disability or medical condition which 
may affect your holiday arrangements, please 
give us full details before booking so that we can 
provide you with precise information as to the 
suitability of the holiday taking into account your 
needs. We may ask you to confirm full details in 
writing.  Please promptly inform us in writing in the 
event that any material change in your mobility, 
any disability or medical condition occurs after  
your booking has been confirmed. We will deal  
with special requests and information relating 
to any disability, medical condition or reduced 
mobility as referred to in our full booking 
conditions.  Special requirements we have accepted 
will be specifically confirmed as accepted on your 
confirmation invoice.
4) YOUR TRAVEL AGENT
For flight inclusive bookings, all monies paid to any 
authorised travel agent of ours for your holiday 
with us will be held on behalf of and for the benefit 
of the Trustees of the Air Travel Trust subject to the 
travel agent’s obligation to pay such monies to us in 
accordance with our trading terms unless we fail. In 
the unlikely event of our financial failure, all monies 
then held by the travel agent or subsequently paid 
by you to the travel agent will be held by the agent 
on behalf of and for the benefit of the Trustees of 
the Air Travel Trust without any obligation on the 
agent to pay such monies to us.
5) INSURANCE
It is a condition of booking that you have adequate 
insurance for your holiday. Further information 
on this requirement is shown in our full booking 
conditions. 
6) ALTERATION BY YOU
(a) If you wish to make any amendments to your 
holiday after it has been confirmed (including 
where you wish to transfer your place on the 
booking to someone else), you must inform us 
in writing and we will do our best to help. An 

amendment fee of £35 together with the costs 
and charges incurred as a result or, for certain 
alterations, cancellation charges, will be payable. 
Please see our full booking conditions for further 
information.
(b) If you wish to change any aspect of your holiday 
after it has commenced, we and our agents will do 
their best to assist, subject to payment locally of all 
applicable charges and costs.
(c) If you wish to transfer your place on your 
booking to another person (introduced by you),  
you may do so, subject to compliance with the 
following conditions:
• �Provided the person to whom you are transferring 

your place satisfies all conditions applicable to the 
holiday; which form part of your contract with us. 

• �Requests for a transfer must be made in writing 
at least 7 days prior to departure and must be 
accompanied by the name and other applicable 
details of the person who will replace you. 

• �In the event that the balance of the holiday cost 
is due but has not been paid when the transfer 
request is made, this must be paid before the 
transfer can be made. Any additional payment 
amount that our suppliers require to effect the 
change (if the transfer can be made) will be 
payable. Please note, in some cases suppliers 
such as airlines treat name changes as a 
cancellation, levying cancellation charges  
and requiring payment for a new ticket. These 
charges must be paid by you before any change 
can be made.

• �The transferee agrees to these Booking 
Conditions and all other terms of the contract 
between us.

You and the transferee remain jointly and severally 
liable for payment of all sums. If you are unable 
to find a replacement, cancellation charges as 
set out in clause 9 will apply in order to cover our 
estimated costs. Otherwise, no refunds will be 
given for passengers not travelling or for unused 
services.
7) PRE-DEPARTURE CHANGES TO, OR 
CANCELLATION OF, YOUR ARRANGEMENTS  
BY US 
(a) Pre-departure Changes 
Changes to confirmed holiday arrangements 
sometimes have to be made and we reserve 
the right to do so at any time. Most changes will 
be insignificant and we have the right to make 
these. Where an insignificant change is made 
before departure, we will notify you in writing. No 
compensation is payable for insignificant changes. 
Insignificant changes are likely to include (but are 
not limited to) (1) changes to any destination(s), 
place(s) of stay or port(s) or place(s) of call for your 
holiday which is not a major, confirmed destination, 
place of stay or port or place of call and (2) 
substitution of a named lecturer and / or leader for 
another knowledgeable expert in the same field.
Occasionally, before departure, we may have 
to make a significant change to any of the main 
characteristics of the travel services which form 
part of your confirmed booking or to any special 
requirements which we have accepted as referred 
to in clause 3. Examples of significant changes can 
be found in our full Booking Conditions. 
In the event that we have to make a significant 
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change, we will provide you with the following 
information in writing as soon as possible: (i) the 
proposed alteration(s) and any impact they have 
on the price; (ii) in the event that you do not wish 
to accept the alteration(s), details of any substitute 
package we are able to offer (and any price 
reduction where this is of a lower quality or cost); 
(iii) your entitlement to cancel your booking and 
receive a full refund if you do not want to accept 
the alteration(s) or any substitute package offered; 
and (iv) the period within which you must inform us 
of your decision and what will happen if you don’t 
do so.
If you choose to cancel your booking, we will refund 
all payments you have made to us within 14 days 
of the date we receive your written cancellation. If 
we don’t hear from you with your decision within 
the specified period (having provided you with 
the above mentioned information for a second 
time), we will cancel your booking and refund all 
payments made to us within 14 days of our doing 
so. No compensation will be payable or other 
liability accepted where a change results from 
Force Majeure (see clause 8).
(b) Pre-departure Cancellation 
Occasionally, it may be necessary to cancel 
confirmed holiday arrangements and we 
reserve the right to do so. In the event: (i) we 
are prevented from performing your contracted 
holiday arrangements as a result of Force Majeure 
(see clause 8) and we notify you of this as soon 
as reasonably possible; or (ii) we have to cancel 
because the number of persons who have booked 
the holiday on which you are travelling is smaller 
than the minimum number applicable to the 
holiday as stated in the contract and you are 
notified of the cancellation not less than 8 weeks 
before departure; we have the right to terminate 
your contract. In this situation, we will refund all 
monies you have paid to us within 14 days of the 
date we inform you of the cancellation but will 
have no further or other liability to you including in 
respect of compensation or any costs or expenses 
you incur or have incurred. All group holidays, 
except those labelled as ‘non-exclusive’, require 
a minimum number of bookings before they will 
operate. We will inform you of cancellation for lack 
of minimum numbers as set out above.     
8) FORCE MAJEURE
For the purposes of these Booking Conditions, 
Force Majeure means any event beyond our 
or our supplier’s control, the consequences of 
which could not have been avoided even if all 
reasonable measures had been taken. Examples 
include warfare and acts of terrorism (and threat 
thereof), civil strife, significant risks to human 
health such as the outbreak of serious disease at 
the travel destination or natural disasters such 
as floods, earthquakes or weather conditions 
which make it impossible to travel safely to 
the travel destination or remain at the travel 
destination, the act of any government or other 
national or local authority including port or river 
authorities, industrial dispute, labour strikes, 
lock closure, natural or nuclear disaster, fire, 
chemical or biological disaster, unavoidable 
technical problems with transport,  airport, port 
or airspace closures, restrictions or congestion 
and flight restrictions imposed by any regulatory 
authority or other third party and all similar events 
outside our or the supplier(s) concerned’s control. 
Except where otherwise expressly stated in these 
Booking Conditions, we have no liability including 
for compensation, costs and expenses in such 
situations.

9) CANCELLATION BY YOU
(a) You may cancel your confirmed holiday booking 
at any time prior to departure. Should you wish  
to do so, you must notify us or your travel agent  
(as applicable) in writing. Such notification will only 
be effective on receipt by us or the travel agent  
(as applicable).
Cancellation charges will apply as set out below 
unless you are otherwise advised at the time of 
booking. In calculating these cancellation charges, 
we have taken account of possible cost savings 
and the generation of income from other bookings 
which may be able to utilise cancelled services to 
the extent this is likely to be achievable for tailor-
made holiday arrangements. For some bookings, 
including those for which full payment is required 
at the time of booking, 100% cancellation charges 
apply from confirmation of your booking. Where 
the cancellation charge is shown as a percentage, 
this is calculated on the basis of the total cost 
payable by the person(s) cancelling, excluding any 
visa charges and amendment charges which are 
not refundable.

No allowance or refund can be made for meals, 
rooms, excursions etc included in the price of 
your holiday but not taken, nor can any refund be 
made for services that cannot be used due to lost, 
mislaid or destroyed travel tickets or vouchers. Part 
cancellation of a booking may result in increased 
costs for the remaining party members.
(b) Cancellation charges will not be applicable in 
the event that unavoidable and extraordinary 
circumstances occur in the place of destination 
of your holiday or its immediate vicinity which 
significantly affect the performance of the 
contracted holiday services or the carriage of 
passengers to that destination and as a result you 
notify us in writing prior to departure that you 
wish to cancel your holiday. In this situation, we 
will refund all monies you have paid to us within 
14 days of the date you notify us in writing of 
your cancellation but will have no further or other 
liability to you including in respect of compensation 
or any costs or expenses you incur or have 
incurred. Please note that your right to cancel in 
these circumstances will only apply where the 
Foreign and Commonwealth Office advises against 
travel to your destination or its immediate vicinity. 
For the purposes of this clause, “unavoidable and 
extraordinary circumstances” means warfare, acts 
of terrorism, significant risks to human health such 
as the outbreak of serious disease at the travel 
destination or natural disasters such as floods, 
earthquakes or weather conditions which make it 
impossible to travel safely to the travel destination.
10) PRICES
Where your contract is with Cox & Kings, once the 
price of your chosen holiday has been confirmed 
at the time of booking, it will not change. We 
reserve the right to make changes to, and correct 
errors in, advertised prices at any time before 
your holiday is confirmed. Occasionally our 
holiday prices are discounted for a limited period 
for promotional purposes. Discounts cannot be 

applied retrospectively to reduce the price of a 
confirmed booking.
11) YOUR RESPONSIBILITIES
(a) British Foreign & Commonwealth Travel Advice: 
The UK government provides advice on safety 
and security, entry requirements and health for 
countries around the world, as well as general 
information, at www.gov.uk/foreign-travel-advice 
and https://travelaware.campaign.gov.uk/. You 
are strongly recommended to read the advice 
about the country you are planning to visit prior 
to booking. You should also revisit the advice 
regularly prior to your departure as it may change 
frequently. It is possible to sign-up to receive FCO 
e-mail updates for your destination so you are 
aware of any changes to advice they issue and it is 
recommended you do this.
(b) Visas: General information concerning 
visa requirements applicable is set out in our 
Documents & Health section. Please also see our 
full booking conditions for further information.
(c) Passports: A full passport (valid for at least 
six months beyond the end of your holiday) is 
required for the holidays we offer. Please see our 
Documents & Health section for full details or seek 
the advice of our travel consultants. Requirements 
may change and you must check the up-to-date 
requirements in good time before departure. 
A British citizen’s passport presently takes 
approximately three to six weeks to obtain. See our 
full booking conditions for further information. 
(d) Health: It is your responsibility to ensure you 
are aware of all recommended and required 
vaccinations and health precautions in good time 
before departure. See our full booking conditions 
for further information. 
(e) Documents: It is the responsibility of the person 
who makes the booking to ensure that all members 
of the party are in possession of all necessary travel 
and health documents and have all necessary 
vaccination certificates before departure. 
12) OUR LIABILITY 
(i) We will accept responsibility for the 
arrangements we agree to provide or arrange for 
you as an “organiser” under the Package Travel and 
Linked Travel Arrangements Regulations 2018, as 
set out below and as such, we are responsible for 
the proper provision of all travel services included 
in your package, as set out in your confirmation 
invoice. Subject to these Booking Conditions, if we 
or our suppliers negligently perform or arrange 
those services and we don’t remedy or resolve your 
complaint within a reasonable period of time, and 
this has affected the enjoyment of your package 
holiday you may be entitled to an appropriate price 
reduction or compensation or both. You must 
inform us without undue delay of any failure to 
perform or improper performance of the travel 
services included in this package. The level of 
any such price reduction or compensation will be 
calculated taking into consideration all relevant 
factors such as but not limited to: following the 
complaints procedure as described in these 
Booking Conditions and the extent to which ours 
or our employees’ or suppliers’ negligence affected 
the overall enjoyment of your holiday. Please note 
that it is your responsibility to show that we or our 
supplier(s) have been negligent if you wish to make 
a claim against us.
(ii) We will not be responsible for any injury, 
illness, death, loss (including loss of possessions 
or enjoyment), damage, expense, cost or other 
sum or claim of any nature whatsoever which 
results from any of the following: (1) the act(s) and 
/ or omission(s) of the person(s) affected; or (2) 
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the act(s) and / or omission(s) of a third party not 
connected with the provision of your holiday and 
which were unforeseeable or unavoidable; or (3) 
Force Majeure as defined in clause 8. 
(iii) We cannot accept responsibility for any services 
that do not form part of our contract with you. 
This includes, for example, any additional services 
or facilities that your hotel, cruise provider or any 
other supplier agrees to provide for you where 
the services or facilities are not advertised in our 
brochure or on our website as forming part of your 
holiday and we have not agreed to arrange them as 
part of our contract, and any excursion / activities 
you purchase while away. 
(iv) Except as set out in clause 12(v), no limitation 
on the amount of damages which can be 
claimed will apply in respect of personal injury or 
death which we or our employees have caused 
intentionally or negligently or in respect of any 
other liability which we cannot limit under English 
law. For all claims concerning or arising out of  
loss of, delay and / or damage to any luggage or 
personal possessions (including money) for which 
we are liable, the maximum amount we will have to 
pay you is an amount equivalent to the excess on 
your insurance policy which applies to this type of 
loss per person in total because you are required 
to have adequate insurance in place to cover any 
losses of this kind, unless a different limitation 
applies to your claim under clause 12(vi) below. For 
all other claims, if we are found liable to you on 
any basis, the maximum amount we will have to 
pay you is up to three times the total price of your 
holiday unless a lower limitation applies to your 
claim under clause 12(v) below. 
(v) Where any claim or part of a claim (including 
those involving death or personal injury) concerns 
or is based on any travel arrangements (including 
the process of getting on and / or off the transport 
concerned) provided by any air, rail or sea carrier 
to which any international convention or EU 
regulation applies, our liability (including the 
maximum amount of compensation we will have to 
pay you, the types of claim and the circumstances 
in which compensation will be payable) will be 
limited as if we were the carrier in question as 
referred to below. The most we will have to pay 
you for that claim or that part of a claim if we are 
found liable to you on any basis is the most the 
carrier concerned would have to pay under the 
international convention or EU regulation that 
applies to the travel arrangements in question (for 
example, the Warsaw Convention as amended 
or unamended and the Montreal Convention for 
international travel by air and / or, for airlines with 
an operating licence granted by an EU country, the 
EC Regulation on Air Carrier Liability No 889/2002 
for national and international travel by air, EC 
Regulation 392/2009 on the liability of carriers 
of passengers in the event of accidents and / or 
the Athens Convention (as amended by the 2002 
Protocol) for international carriage by sea and 
the Convention of 1980 concerning International 
Travel by Rail (COTIF) as amended for travel by rail). 
Where a carrier would not be obliged to make any 
payment to you under the applicable international 
convention or EU regulation (including where any 
claim is not notified and issued in accordance 
with the time limits stipulated in the applicable 
convention or regulation), we similarly are not 
obliged to make a payment to you for that claim 
or part of the claim. Please also note that strict 
time limits apply for notifying loss, damage or 
delay of luggage to the airline. Any proceedings in 
respect of any claim (including one for personal 

injury or death) must be brought within 2 years of 
the date stipulated in the applicable convention 
or regulation. You are not entitled to make any 
claim against us which concerns or is based on any 
travel arrangements provided by any air, rail or sea 
carrier if such a claim is not expressly permitted to 
be brought against the carrier by the international 
convention or regulation that applies to the travel 
arrangements in question. When making any 
payment, we will deduct any payment that you 
have received or are entitled to receive from the 
carrier for the complaint or claim in question. 
Copies of the applicable international conventions 
and regulations are available from us on request. 
(vi)  We cannot accept any liability for any damage, 
loss, expense or other sum(s) of any description (1) 
which on the basis of the information given to us by 
you concerning your booking prior to our accepting 
it, we could not reasonably have foreseen you 
would suffer or incur if we breached our contract 
with you or (2) which did not result from any breach 
of contract or other fault by ourselves or our 
employees or, where we are responsible for them, 
our suppliers. Additionally we cannot accept liability 
for any expenses or losses that relate to or arise 
from any business (including without limitation, 
self-employed loss of earnings), or any indirect or 
consequential loss of any kind. 
(vii) Where it is impossible for you to return to 
your departure point as per the agreed return 
date of your package, due to “unavoidable and 
extraordinary circumstances”, we shall provide 
you with any necessary accommodation (where 
possible, of a comparable standard) for a period not 
exceeding 3 nights per person. Please note that the 
3-night cap does not apply to persons with reduced 
mobility, pregnant women or unaccompanied 
minors, nor to persons needing specific medical 
assistance, provided we have been notified of these 
particular needs at least 48 hours before the start 
of your holiday. For the purposes of this clause, 
“unavoidable and extraordinary circumstances” 
mean warfare, acts of terrorism, significant risks 
to human health such as the outbreak of serious 
disease at the travel destination or natural disasters 
such as floods, earthquakes or weather conditions 
which make it impossible to travel safely back to 
your departure point.
13) TRANSPORTATION (INCLUDING DELAY) 
(a) Air, rail, road and other departure times are 
supplied by the carriers. Please see our full booking 
conditions for details of our responsibility in the 
event of delay.
 (b) If your flight is cancelled or delayed, your flight 
ticket is downgraded or boarding is denied by your 
airline, depending on the circumstances, the airline 
may be required to pay you compensation, refund 
the cost of your flight and / or provide you with 
accommodation and / or refreshments under EC 
Regulation No 261/2004 (denied boarding and flight 
disruption). Please see our full booking conditions 
for further information.
14) COMPLAINTS AND PROBLEMS
If you have a complaint about any of the holiday 
arrangements booked with or through Cox & Kings, 
you must follow the complaint procedure set out in 
our full booking conditions.
15) FINANCIAL SECURITY  
The Package Travel and Linked Travel 
Arrangements 2018 require us to provide security 
for the monies that you pay for the package 
holidays booked with us and for your repatriation 
in the event of our insolvency. We provide this 
security for our flight-inclusive holidays by way of 
our Air Travel Organiser’s Licence (ATOL) (number 

11747) administered by the Civil Aviation Authority. 
When you buy an ATOL protected flight or flight-
inclusive package from us, you will receive an ATOL 
Certificate. This lists what is financially protected, 
where you can get information on what this means 
for you and who to contact if things go wrong. We, 
or the suppliers identified on your ATOL Certificate, 
will provide you with the services listed on the 
ATOL Certificate (or a suitable alternative). In some 
cases, where neither we nor the supplier are able 
to do so for reasons of insolvency, an alternative 
ATOL holder may provide you with services you 
have bought or a suitable alternative (at no extra 
cost to you). You agree to accept that in those 
circumstances the alternative ATOL holder will 
perform those obligations and you agree to pay any 
money outstanding to be paid by you under your 
contract to that alternative ATOL holder. However, 
you also agree that in some cases it will not be 
possible to appoint an alternative ATOL holder, 
in which case you will be entitled to make a claim 
under the ATOL scheme (or your credit card issuer 
where applicable). If we, or the suppliers identified 
on your ATOL certificate, are unable to provide the 
services listed (or a suitable alternative, through an 
alternative ATOL holder or otherwise) for reasons 
of insolvency, the Trustees of the Air Travel Trust 
may make a payment to (or confer a benefit on) 
you under the ATOL scheme. You agree that in 
return for such a payment or benefit, you assign 
absolutely to those Trustees any claims which you 
have or may have arising out of or relating to the 
non-provision of the services, including any claim 
against us, the travel agent or your credit card 
issuer where applicable. You also agree that any 
such claims may be re-assigned to another body, if 
that other body has paid sums you have  
claimed under the ATOL scheme. The price of 
our flight-inclusive holiday packages includes the 
amount of £2.50 per person which is the ATOL 
Protection Contribution (APC) we pay to the CAA. 
This charge is included in our advertised prices.

We provide full financial protection for our package 
holidays which don’t include flights, by way of a 
bond held by ABTA Ltd, The Travel Association 30 
Park Street London SE1 9EQ www.abta.co.uk. 
16) LAW AND JURISDICTION
Your relationship (and any contract you may have) 
with us and any dispute, claim or other matters of 
any nature arising from it (‘claim’) shall be governed 
by and construed in accordance with English law. 
We both agree that any claim (and whether or not 
involving any personal injury) that arises between 
us must be dealt with under the ABTA arbitration 
scheme (if the scheme is available for the claim in 
question and you wish to use it) or by the Courts 
of England and Wales only unless, in the case of 
Court proceedings, you live in Scotland or Northern 
Ireland. In this case, proceedings must either be 
brought in the Courts of your home country or 
those of England and Wales. If proceedings are 
brought in Scotland or Northern Ireland, you may 
choose to have your contract and any dispute, 
claim or other matter of any description that arises 
between us governed by the law of Scotland / 
Northern Ireland as applicable (but if you do not so 
choose, English law will apply).

If in doubt please contact the insurer's medical 
helpline as additional cover may be purchased directly from the insurer’s 
medical screening helpline for certain pre-existing medical conditions. 

An additional premium applies to any person aged 66 to 74 years 
at the date of payment of the insurance premium. The appropriate 
premium will be quoted on application. This insurance is not available 
to any person aged 75 years or more at the date of payment of 
insurance premium unless agreed in writing. If you are aged 75 or 
older, the charity Age Co, formerly Age UK, offers a travel insurance 
policy.

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At Cox & Kings, we believe that a good holiday is 
not luck, but judgement. We have compiled the 
following information to outline the nature of travel 
in Latin America and to help you prepare for your 
holiday. However, even with the most meticulous 
planning, minor problems can occur and, while our 
local representatives are always on hand to rectify 
such occurrences, we do request that you have a 
patient and broadminded approach to travelling in 
Latin America. 

Flights 
International flights: On most of our tours, the 
following carriers will be used: British Airways, 
KLM, Iberia, Avianca, LATAM, United Airlines, Virgin 
Atlantic and Air France. The name of the airline and 
the city of the departure and arrival airports are 
listed in the tour itineraries, together with the stop-
off airport, should this apply. Services are classified 
as direct when there is no aeroplane change 
involved. Please note, direct scheduled services are 
only available between the UK and Argentina, Peru, 
Chile, Brazil, Colombia, Cuba, Costa Rica and Mexico. 
For all other destinations, flights are indirect. 

Internal flights: Many countries within Latin 
America have their own air pass and, wherever 
possible, our tours will be constructed with the 
appropriate one, which will minimise the costs of 
the internal flight. Please note that the majority 
of air passes have restrictions; if you require an 
itinerary with full flexibility, please contact your 
travel consultant, who will advise the additional cost 
to provide you with a more flexible ticket. Please 
also note that in certain cases we may not be able to 
book internal flights under an air pass. In this event, 
a supplement may be payable. 

Flight delays & insurance: Unfortunately, due to 
the increase in air traffic, government restrictions 
and changing weather conditions, flight delays 
have become more commonplace. These delays 
can cause problems with onward connections 
and / or hotel and holiday arrangements and, 
while the airline will sometimes make alternative 
arrangements to get you to your next destination 
at no extra cost, additional costs may well be 
involved for accommodation in the event of an 
overnight cancellation and also after your arrival 
at your next destination. These may be in the form 
of additional accommodation costs, transfers and 
onward travel. It is important that your insurance 
covers you against the costs incurred as a result of 
cancellation or delay to your flight. Unfortunately, 
since most services are paid for in advance, any 
services missed due to delays are non-refundable. 
We strongly advise that you are insured against such 
eventualities. 

Flight amendments: Most of the tours in this 
brochure use special airline fares. These have certain 
conditions that normally restrict changes of date, 
route and airline. Any such change made after a 
ticket has been issued will normally necessitate the 
purchase of a new ticket at the passenger’s expense. 

Special requests: Cox & Kings will endeavour 
to request any specific meals or services, on the 
condition that we are told at the time of booking. 
Specific seat requests with most major airlines can 
now only be requested if travelling in Business 
or First Class. We are able to request general 
seating preferences for Economy Class passengers. 
However, please remember that they are ‘requests’ 
and as such are at the discretion of the airline and 
cannot be guaranteed. 

Airport departure taxes: International UK 
departure tax is included in the cost of your 
holiday (unless otherwise stated). Some cities in 
Latin America levy a departure tax for passengers 
departing on international flights, while there may 

also be a small charge for departures on domestic 
flights. Often taxes will be included on your ticket, 
otherwise taxes will have to be paid in local currency 
or the equivalent in US dollars. Since there is no 
standard charge between countries, and taxes are 
subject to change, it is not possible to list the taxes 
in this brochure. We will advise you of the current 
charges with your final documents and our local 
agents will confirm any amounts payable on arrival. 
Please ensure you keep enough local currency or US 
dollars to cover such taxes. 

Road Travel 
Generally, road travel in Latin America is reasonably 
good; however, conditions vary greatly between 
the modern capital cities and the more remote 
areas. When travelling off the beaten track, roads 
are frequently narrow, bumpy, pot-holed and have 
stretches that are not sealed or which are under 
reconstruction. In Costa Rica, Cuba, Chile and 
Bolivia particularly, conditions are very dusty and / 
or bumpy, and the road journeys tend to be quite 
strenuous. Road conditions change throughout 
the year and heavy rain and extreme weather 
patterns can affect journey times. If we are tailoring 
an itinerary for you, it is always a good idea to 
discuss your particular preferences with your travel 
consultant, who will endeavour to include as much 
or as little road travel as you require. Types of 
vehicles vary according to the country visited and 
the numbers on a tour. For group tours, transport 
will usually be in the form of a European-style 
coach or, for smaller groups, may be by minibus. 
For individual journeys, transport will generally be 
by saloon car. In destinations where conditions 
require it, off road driving will be in 4x4 vehicles. 
Cox & Kings will always endeavour to provide the 
best quality vehicles for transfers and road journeys, 
however, in Cuba vehicles are supplied by the 
government’s national provider. Inspections of the 
vehicles are carried out by local authorities but 
neither Cox & Kings nor our local agents in Cuba are 
given advance information about the quality of the 
transportation. 

Car Hire 
Cox & Kings can arrange self-drive holidays to 
certain parts of Latin America. Please enquire for 
further details and note that we advise against 
self-drive in some regions because, in our opinion, 
it is unsafe. In the event that you wish to book an 
independent self-drive, please be aware that this 
does not form part of your package holiday with 
Cox & Kings and as such Cox & Kings is not liable in 
any way for this part of your holiday. Please ensure 
that, if you do make such a booking, your insurance 
policy covers you. 

Train Travel 
With the exception of Peru, the opportunities to 
travel by train in Latin America are much more 
limited than in Europe or India, for example. Where 
train travel is an option, it can be very rewarding 
and enjoyable. Please contact your travel consultant 
to discuss the various train options and the facilities 
that are available on a particular route. 

Early Starts 
During some itineraries, it may be necessary to 
depart for excursions or transfers to the airport 
very early in the morning, sometimes before dawn. 
This is normally either due to the flight schedules 
within Latin America, or in order for us to maximise 
the opportunities for sightseeing during your 
tour. A number of flights to Latin America depart 
early in the morning and, while we will endeavour 
to schedule your tour with flights that depart at 
reasonable times, sometimes there is little or no 
alternative and early check-in / check-out times may 
be required. 

Accommodation 
Accommodation standards vary dramatically 
throughout Latin America. In the larger cities, the 
hotels we use are fully modernised and have excellent 
facilities, unless you choose to opt for the more 
colonial-style property, where facilities may be limited. 
In some smaller cities and more remote areas, we 
try to offer the best hotels available. However, these 
may be quite simple – sometimes small character 
properties, in which rooms may vary in size – and 
often have relatively basic facilities. Please note, all 
rooms reserved on your tour are standard; however, 
if you wish to upgrade your room (eg to a lake- or 
falls-view room, deluxe or suite), please speak to your 
travel consultant, who will be able to advise you about 
the options and applicable supplements.

Jungle lodges & remote areas: Accommodation 
in some rainforest lodges and remote areas is not 
comparable to the better properties found in other 
parts of the world and is often reached via narrow 
and unsealed roads or by boat and can be a long 
way from civilisation. Even when you travel off the 
beaten track with Cox & Kings, you can be sure that 
your accommodation is the best available even 
though it may be very modest. In these cases, we 
feel that the inconvenience of such accommodation 
is outweighed by the experience of staying in these 
more remote areas. 

Check-in & check-out times: For all group and 
individual tours, hotel check-in and check-out time 
is normally 12 noon, but this does vary between 
hotels. If your flight arrives early in the morning, 
we will endeavour to secure a room for you on 
arrival, but this cannot be guaranteed and is at the 
discretion of the hotel, subject to availability. If you 
have an evening departure and require your room 
until a more suitable check-out time, you may either 
speak to the hotel reception to see if you can keep 
your room or secure your room prior to departure 
and pay an additional supplement – please contact 
your Latin America travel consultant for advice. 

Single accommodation: Generally in Latin America, 
single and double rooms carry the same price, 
which means that single supplements for certain 
itineraries can seem high. In addition, single rooms 
cannot always be guaranteed at all hotels and lodges, 
especially in peak season. Occasionally, the location 
and standard of single rooms may not be as good as 
that of doubles, although often there is no difference. 
If you are in doubt, we suggest you request a 
double room at an additional supplement. If you are 
unhappy with your room while on holiday, please 
ensure that you query this with a Cox & Kings local 
representative at the time or discuss the matter with 
the hotel manager. 

British Foreign & Commonwealth Advice 
Cox & Kings supports the British Foreign & 
Commonwealth Office (FCO) Travel Aware campaign 
to help you stay safe and healthy overseas.

Altitude: Some areas of Latin America are at high 
altitude and key places are listed with their heights 
below. In order to minimise the effects of altitude 
and help the acclimatisation process, it is advisable 
to rest for a few hours upon arrival and avoid heavy 
meals, alcohol and physical exertion for the first day 
or two. If you have any history of heart complaints, 
or if you are over the age of 60, please check with 
your GP that it is safe to visit these areas. If you are 
planning to take part in a hike or a trek, please always 
check the requirements with your travel consultant 
as some countries and mountain ranges have specific 
regulations which must be followed.

Passports & Embassies

Prices

We go to great lengths to ensure that our group and private tours 
represent excellent value for money, taking into account the quality of 
accommodation and the services included. Our guideline prices are per 
person in UK pounds, based on two people sharing a twin / double room.

The pricing for all our tours to Latin America includes the international 
airfare from the UK. However, in an era when airlines regularly change 

their fares due to fuel costs and other factors, the cost of a tour can 
change after the publication of our brochures. Therefore, in this 
brochure all our prices are guideline prices. For each tour we publish 
a lead-in price for the low season, which is indicative of the lowest 
price at which the tour is available, and the lead-in price for the high 
season. In some cases the prices for peak season departures, over the 
Christmas period for example, may be significantly higher than the 
guideline high season price.

Escorted Group Tours

To enhance your enjoyment of the tour, we like to keep our groups 
small and manageable. Therefore, numbers are normally restricted to 
a maximum of 26 people.

The majority of our tours are general interest tours, most of which  
are operated by Cox & Kings for Cox & Kings clients. Where tours  
are labelled non-exclusive group tours, they are not operated by  
Cox & Kings and the participants may not all be Cox & Kings clients. 

There are four categories of group tour: Luxury, Superior, Standard 
and Discovery (see paragraph on Tour Categories). 

Solo Travellers tours: In addition to our main group tours, we also 
feature Solo Travellers tours in Latin America. This collection has 
been specially created for individual travellers who enjoy exploring

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fascinating parts of the world in the company of like-minded people. 
We also have a dedicated brochure and website section (CoxandKings.

Tour Categories

Cox & Kings tours fall into one of four categories, based on the level 
of comfort you can expect on a tour, as described below. On certain 
tours, we include some departures in one category and some in 
another. 

Luxury: These are our most comfortable tours and will usually feature 
5-star de luxe accommodation throughout.

Superior: Most Cox & Kings tours fall under this category and are 
based in 4- or 5-star accommodation where available, or the best 
alternative elsewhere.

Standard: Simpler in emphasis, these itineraries typically feature 
4-star or good 3-star accommodation throughout, or the best 
alternative elsewhere.

Discovery: This type of tour is best suited to the hardier traveller as 
it will typically include some quite basic accommodation, possibly 
longer and rougher road journeys and, in some cases, more strenuous 
activities, such as trekking.

Private Travel

Private travel refers to trips taken independently and includes both 
set itineraries and tailor-made holidays. Almost all our group tours 
can be taken on a private basis and some itineraries are available for 
private travel only. The private tours and suggested itineraries listed 
in this brochure are suggestions to demonstrate how multiple places 
can be connected together, giving an idea of how long you might like 
to spend in each place and also a guideline price. All our itineraries can 
be tailored to suit your particular requirements.

Cruises & Rail Journeys

Tours are labelled as cruise or rail journey if the core content of the 
itinerary is by boat or train, including staying on board at night. In such 
cases, while the sections of the itinerary before and after the cruise or 
rail journey would operate as private travel, the days during the  
cruise or rail journey and the relevant transfers and excursions may  
be operated on a group basis with other passengers who may not be 
Cox & Kings clients. 

Upgrades & Supplements

Regional air connections: Most Cox & Kings holidays are based 
on flights from London Heathrow or Gatwick and in most cases it is 
possible to connect with those flights from regional British airports for 
a small supplement. Please ask your tour consultant for details.

Flight upgrades: For those wishing to fly in greater comfort,  
Cox & Kings can offer favourable prices for upgrading to Premium 
Economy, Business and First Class. Guideline prices for these upgrade 
supplements are included on the tour page. Please contact your 
tour consultant for a price quote based on your specific date of 
departure. The Flying in Style section on pages 168-169 contains more 
information about the different premium classes on the airlines we 
most commonly use.

Room upgrades: On both group tours and private holidays there may 
be opportunities to upgrade to a higher standard of room in many 
hotels. Please ask your Cox & Kings tour consultant to explain the 
upgrade options to you and provide you with a price quote.

Single room supplements: If you are a single traveller joining a group 
tour there will generally be a supplementary charge. This is because 

hotels typically charge more per person for single occupancy as the 
cost of maintaining a room for one person can be almost as high as 
it is for two. Some of the group tours in this brochure are dedicated 
Solo Travellers tours, for which the prices include single occupancy of a 
double / twin room, so there is no additional supplement.

Land-Only Travel

Although guideline prices for the tours in this brochure include the 
international airfare, if you would prefer to book your own flights, 
whether to join a group tour or for private travel, your Cox & Kings 
tour consultant will be happy to quote you the price for taking the tour 
on a land-only basis.

However, before booking your own flights please always contact  
your tour consultant because there are important issues to be aware 
of. For example, if a tour includes internal flights there can be an 
impact on the cost of those flights if they are booked separately 
from the international flights, or on a different airline from the one 
mentioned in the itinerary. If booking on a group tour you would also 
need to be aware of the tour timings and there may be supplementary 
costs if you require private transfers or additional hotel nights on 
arrival or departure.

We strongly advise against booking flights independently of  
Cox & Kings for group tours as you would incur significant charges 
in the event that a group tour is cancelled. Finally, it is important 
to be aware that, if you choose to book your international flights 
independently of Cox & Kings, you would no longer benefit from  
the full Atol holiday protection provided by a packaged air and  
land holiday.
